Springfield Notes.

Seldom has this quiet and prosperous
settlement undergone such a scathing infliction
of the destructive element —fire, a8 was ex-
perienced within ths month just ended. This
wighty agent, under control an invalusble
sid, uncontrolled proves to be the opposite.
Tte recent fire in this vicinity can, with all
justics,ranks in the latter casc,

The exceptionally dry weather from the
latter part of Jume to nearly the same time
in July, hed furnished suitable material for
the fire, in order to do its work of devastation.
Though slight at first, the fire, fanned by the
hot winds, soon assumed gigantic proportions,
antil the greater part of the largs area of
woods between Springfield and Montague
became a mass of flames. The two prevailiog
points of wind being northwest and south-
west it became serious for Springfield when
the wind blew from the former quarter, and
serious for Montague when it blew from the
latter.

We have wituessed the fire in its furious
onset as it neared the boundary between
the woods and cultivated land. Here, the
flames sheathed in dense clouds of smoke
and burning cinders, as though not satisfied
with its past career, stocped to demolish, as
a last act of vengeance, the line of fortifi-
cation erected by the farmer as a means to
protect his crop. Here, too, numbers of
farmers might be seen, amid the smoky
fray, tearing away fences, determined that
the ko'd intruder be checked if possible.
By this means quantities of fencing were
saved; but where the fences could not
eusily be removed, or if the fire had come
80 near as to prevent approach, destruction
was inevitable.

Several farmers here have suffered con-
siderable loss either in fencing or valuable
wood, etc., while fields have been laid jow
and exposed to the encroachments of ani-
mals allowed to wander free. We are
pleased, however, to see that most of the

New Perth Notes.

The long-continued drouth has at length
disappeared. Our parched and withered
tields will soon again be clothed with that
deep green verdure fur which our Island
landscape is everywhere rewmaikable, while
some of our farmers are already giving fod-
der-corn to their »ilking herds with excel-
lent re ults. Not only do the ca‘t'e relish
this succulent food, but their fl,w of milk
is thereby lirgely increased. la fact, with-
out the cheesa factory, snd with the Color-
ado beetle, and almost prohibition duties
on our exports and imports, the condition
of our farmers would be arything but satis-
factory.

Professor D. J. McLeod, our popular
Superintendent of Education, examined
our school on the 2nd inst. He thinks the
teacher, who maintains a school in first-
class standing without the aid of a second
teacher, to be deserving of the highest
praise. It is just twenty years since Mr.
McLeod himself had chsrge of the New
Perth School, and many of his former
friends were more than delighted to see
him looking so well and occupying the
highest position in the gift of our Local
Gavernment.

The spiritasl wants of our people have
been well attended to during the past weck.
Brother Weaver, of the Disciple, and
Spencer, of the Presbyterian Churches at
Montague, preachad with great acceptance
in our large and comfortable schoolroom.
What mizht have been a very painful
accident well nigh o>curred at the residence
of W. C. West Friday evening. While his
wife and himse!f were absent from the
house a short tima he was informed by &
passing mneighbor that his house was on
fire. Mr. West immediately rushed to the
room of his little three year old baby and
was horritied to fiad it filled with the
d t smoke, while lit:le baby was vainly

fences burnt have, where ily re-
quired, been replaced.

Takiog into censideration the losses men-
tioned abuve, together with the extra
labor caused, it is evident that the loss in-
curred was considerable. It is therefore
to be hoped that the remsmbrance of the
injuries sustained by this fire wiil have the
effect of making persons in the habit of
setting out firer, more cautious in the
future.

They should give the matter due con-
sideration before lighting the match, and
thus perhaps save both their neighbors and |
themselves a great desl of trouble.

Crops in general here appear to be a
little on the light side, especially hay and
oats. Still there are some very fine pieces
of hay in this vicinity.

Springfield now furnishes a quantity of
milk to the New Perth factory. Mr. Jas,
A. Campbell has been chosen to collect the
milk and makes daily trips to the factory.
This new industry, we think, will prove
highly renumerative to farmers.

W» have now in our midst quite a num-
ber of visitors from the neighboring repub-
lic, who are paying short visits to their
native land, in order to be again refreshed
by its balmy breezes and to see the many
relatives and friends from whom they have
been separated. We wish them s happy
time, and may they pay us many visits in
the years to come.

The Sabbath School here, under the
efficient superintendance of Mr. D. Fraser,
is doing good work. There isa large at-
tendance of scholars and a good staff of
veachers. It is gratifying to see the people
upholding such an institution as this. In
it they have a powerful means of inculcat-
ing into the minds of the young, lessons of
golden truth, which, in after years, will
come to their aid, when tossed by cares
and temptations on the rough sea of life.
