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Pass Dbl. (final bid)

West, with four trumps, felt that
his best plan was to force declarer,
so he opened the spade suit ra-
ther than his singleton diamond.
South duly ruffed the third round
of spades, then laid down the ace
and king of trumps. In view of
West's double it was no surprise to
find a 4-1 trump break, and since
South had already lost two spade
tricks and would certainly have to
lose a diamond and a trump in the
normal way of reckoning, his pro-
spects did not look good.

There is, however, such a thing
as “consolidating” two losers, turn-
ing them into only one loser, and
South knew all the tricks of the
trade. He cashed the queen of
trumps, then, leaving West with
the high trump, he led a diamond
to the ace and ruffed the board’s
last spade. Now he led another
dlamond toward dummy, and West
was helpless. Ruffing would simply
use up West's high trump while
declarer threw off a low diamond
from dummy, so West elected to
discard a club. That, however, was
equally futile, because South went
up with dummy'’s diamond king,
then cashed the king and ace of
clubs and rutfed dummy’s last club
with his own last trump — a loser.
Now, when South led the last card
in his hand, the diamond nine,
West's high trump and East’s high
diamond were wasted on the same

trick.

A hand of this type is not dif-
ficult to play; it Is simply a ques-
tion of using the right timing. The
pitfalls are: South must lead to-
ward the diamond honors, not al-
lowing West to kill an honor by
rutfing; and South must not care-
lessly discard dummy’s third club
while drawing trumps — he needs

that club for a ruff in his own
hand.
