A 8 White, Com~
missioner of Public Works in the
Emmerson Goverament retires to prepare
a consolidation of the Provincial statutee.

Labi llois was formerly the Commis~
sioaner of Agriculture, and Farris had no
portfolio.

Hon. Mr. Emmerson will either go on
the Supreme Court bench or contest a
conetituency for the Dominion Houee.

RUSSIA’S MOVE
STILL DISCUSSED.

[t Frostrates Emperor
William's Plans,

THE UNITY OF YHE ALLIES 1§
SEVERELY TESTED.

Russia Looked Upon with Suspicion
by the Powers,

Loxpox, Sept, 1.—In the absence of fur~
ther news from China, the papers are
again filled with discuesions of the Rasso=
American proposals which, eo far as may
be gathered from representatives of opin-
ion in tke various European capitals, are
calculated to subject the unity of the allies
to an exceedingly severe and dangerous
test.

In Germany especially those proposals
are eo diametrically opposed to the Em,
peror William’s policy that the.y have
produced something like consternation.
As the Daily Mail editorially remarks :

“Count Yon Waldersee was assuredly
not sent 10 assist in restoring the Empress
Dowager.

“Jt i recogoized on all sides that Ger-
many’s decision is the pivot of the matter.

“ Emperor William intended by des"
patching Count Von Waldersee to bave
the master hand in the Chinese settlem=nt.

“ Russia has taken the wind out of that
officer’s sail, and is now posing as the
triend and pratector of China.”

“ The moraing pagpers express the great-
est suspicions of the intentions of Russia.

The Times’, editorinl which fairly res
presents the opinion of all, says:

““The advantages of Russia’s pclicy
are not manifest and it is very doubtful
whether it will recommend iteelfte pows
ers like England and Germany that have
& lame goiamercial interest in  the
establishment of state and progressive
Government - to replace the r¢actionary
cligue which has impeded all progress

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DEATH AND TURMOIL,

Description of the Conditions at

Tien Tsin After Its Capture,
(Correspondence ot the Associated Press)

Tiex Tsin, China, July 17.—The an”
cient stone (walls of the Chinese city of

death

wile of sash filth, ruinaid
turmoil and pillege that history
could  hardly  duplicate.  Under
nor nal sonditions the place wes no better
than a hoge c€sspool featering with the ac-
cumulated rubbish std slop € from a pop-
ulation of nearly a milliow people packe d
into a labyrinth of hovels. It is the car«
nation of all the sufferin g horrors and

waste of war., The European soldiers
whers they fought their way up to the
walls saw flowing inthe canals and ditches
outside dozens of Chinese slair by their
own people because they had refused to
fight. Tbe bodies were headiess and
their hande were tied behind their backs.
The heads were diecovered afterwards.
Rows of them decorated the outer wall,
Five flags were flving from the high
walls when this newepsper correspondent
entered — British, Ame¢rica, French,
Japanese and Ruseian. *“It was hard
enough to get those flags up there,” re-
marked a foreign officer, “but the real
trouble will be to get them down.” *

The surburbs of the city presented a
foretaste of what what was inside. Shells
bad torn the huts and ploughed the
ground, while the dead men scattered
among dead horaes, pigs and dogs; testi-
tiied how thorougbly the bullets had
swept the region ihe day before. The
sights inside‘gmpellcd respect for the
fighting quali of the Chinese, Their
desd were everywhere. Dresced in the
coarse blue cooli blouse and trousers de-
corated with characters guaranteed to
render them icvuloerable to foreigo bul
lets, they were strewn all alovg Zthe 10p
way wherethey hed fallen. Walking a
quarter of 8 mile alongthe embankment
the bodies aversged one in ten feet and
the wall was nearly ten miles long,

Throvghout the city the demolished
bouses ard hundreds of killcd gave evi-
dence of how vastly more eftective had
been the foreign shell fire within thé
walls of the city than the Chinese bom-
bardment of the foreign settlement,which,
lasting for a month, had killed ooly =
dozen people. The viceroy had constructs
led in the palace yard two comfortable and
impenetrable tomb-proofs, excavatigpe
guarded by sandbags, _but the parameon
people were lying dead *, (ne cirecte, toru
terr bl L= 8hrige), The livirg populace
were utterly inaifferent about ineir dead.
They would not drag the bodies oat of 'he
streets, or even co¥*t tREW over.

Most remarkpble of all the cights wac
$"e looting of the city, The middle of the
place was like an a:t hil', kicked open.
Chinese swarined everywhere, thouzands
and thousands of tdem divicg into the
fiames of the burning shops, get inz under
falling walls and ioto choking clouds of
smoke. Moat of them we:e half naked,
grimy with smoke avd eometimes drippe
ing with blood. A Cbhinese appearing
with a prize must fight bhi# way, other
Chinese sprang upon him and c'uiched
hie plander. They rollel axong the
corpses, pulling and tearing, while chiid«
ren being trampled down cried for help
ard the mob poured right over them.

The palaces, the minot, the pawnshops,
the etores of silks, furs and jewelry were
the objects of attack.

Near the middle of the city was the
most presperous pawnehop, sn institution
that had probably existed for centuries.
Wealthy Chinese were accustomed to store
their winter clothiog there fur eafe keep~
ing. When the doors were ba't red down
the mob flowed in like a tidal wave. In &
twinkliog ell was panden:onium, Two
forces collided in the gateway, a rush of
Chiaese struggliug to enter and another line
fighting 10 get ont with great arms of loot,
while an occaeional soldier went through
the crowd. The looting flourished for
threedays. On the first day it was entirely
unrestrained. Many white} people ac-
cumulated stacke of goods by simply
standing at the cily gates and holding up
the bist laden Chinese from the endlees
procession thet flowed out. Packshorees,
carte,rickeshaws,coolies loaded with trunks
and sackes and piled with loose silks,
turs and bronzes, crowded all the roads
leading down to the settlement, On the
second day a conference of commanding
officers decided to adopt repression niea-
sures. The commanders, excepting the
French, empowered the British, who were
doing provost duty, to seize all loot. The
official statement was that sl seized loot
would be held, the proceeds to be divided
among soldiers as prize morey. Today
the walled city Jooked as though a tornado
had struck it. Epough valuable property
has been destroyed to stock a big eity and
enough seized to give every soldic? a con-
siderable sum if the dietribution is honest-
ly administered.
