THE HOLY LAND.

Isaacs read the report of the
oomnmm, which stated that Sir Moses Monte-
fiore had respectfully AR g
receiving a deputation on the subject of afford-

The llf"dn:.l mxvo: a resolution,

reasing sympathy with the destitute con-
dition ursmm.’m the Holy Land, and
appointing & commi receive and dispenso
any contributions entrusted toit for the purpose
of alleviating their distress. He drew attention
to the circumstance, that Jews and Gontiles
united together in compassing and effocting the
death of Jesus Christ, a Jew: and that now,
after a period of nearly 1,900 years, almost all
the nations of Europe professed and called on
the name of that once despised Nazarene. le
then commended the resolution to the meoting,
and solicited subscriptions for the object con-
templatdl by K .

‘The Rev. Mr. Grainger scconded the resolu-
tion, and reminded the meeting of the obligation
under which Christians especially were to
.mm-z themselves in the cause of the Jews,

d to promoto their temporal as well as " their

“ That,

opportunity s aaurded by the present stato of
gru for obtaining the possession of land in
that country, this m eting resolves that the
committee now appointed be empowered to
prepare the prospectus of a company for car-
rying into eflect that object, as well as for the
establishment of an agricultural school and an
indust farm, for converted Jews.”” e
read a letter written to a member of the Com-
mittoo of the London Society for Promoting
Christianity among the Jews, by a Missionary
of the Society at Cairo, dl.'scnbmg the trials to

which converted Jews in the East were sul
ted ; and expressing an opinion that the
it remedy would be the establishment of a
colony of Jews in the land of their forefathers.

Sir Culling Fardley seconded the resoluti
and congratulated the meeting on the position
in which the subject stood. He did not say
that the unconverted Jows were wrong in
declining the aid which had been offered, but
ho believed they (the meeting) had put them-
selves in the right in making the offer. They
had shown that they did not h to make
lmm:{v the means of proselytism—(hear, hear,)

hereafter, if it should be said that either
of the parties concorned bad hesitated in the
matter, that could not be said of the Christians.
Ho (SirC. Bardley) had hnd very gatifying com
munications with Sir Moses re; and he
would much rather have to do with that class
of Jows popularly called bigoted than those
supposed to be more rational and moderato.
Ho belioved the project proposed in the resolu-
tion to be a feasible one: and he could not help
thinking thata civlited ‘occupation of a portion
of Syria would be, espacially ut the prosent
time, hailed with de light by the estern
Powers. But he ho ged the project would he
begun modaatly. and that nothing would bo
attempted which could thoroughly
carried out into practice. He hoped that Mr.
Herschell would be one of a few who would
o the Holy Tand o exkimine'snd Tepor on.
clitios for establishing & colony like that
suggestd.

Foreioy & Screntieic MEMORANDA.—
Great efforts are now being made in Eng-
land for the extension of telegraph lines
under the waters of the Mediterranean.
Recently a very large telegraph cable h
been made to be uunE in the Mediterranean,
It is 110 miles in length, and weighs some~
where about 800 tons. It cont ns -lx
copper wires, or conductors for the flui
traverse, protected by a gutta pcrchl
covering secured in a hempen rope, m
ﬁnnl]y surrounded with twelve iron wires of

No. 1 gauge. The projector and origina~
tor, Mr. John Watkins Bret, profiting by
experience, has allowed 20 miles for what
is technically termed ‘slack’ and *wa
and for depths of the ocean. As now coil ed
in the yard, the cable occupies about 75
feet, taking its convex sides. The perpen-
dicular height of the coil is about five foet,
and the width of one side of the coil from
convex to concave reaches The
moment it is laid London will be in imme-
diate communication with Cagliari, in Cor-
sica, through the cable and about 400 miles
of subterranean wire.
