VULNERABLE: Any indigenous speaes of flora or fauna that is
particulary at risk because of low or dechning numbers, cccurence at the
fringe of its range or in restricted areas, or for some other reason, but is not a
threatened species

na or flora formerly indigenous

DELISTED: A species previously designated by COSEWIC whose
nahonal status is no longer vulnerable, threatened, endangered or
extirpated Designated as threatened from 1976- 1986, the White Pelican was
de-hsted by COSEWIC in 1987

ENDANGERED: Any indigenous speaes of fauna or flora that is
threatened with immunent extirpation of extinction throughout all or a
significant portion of its Canadian range

THREATENED Any indigenous species of fauna or flora that is likely to

become endangered in Canada if the factors affecting, its vulnerability do
not become reversed

DOWNLISTED: A speaies previously designated by COSFWIC whose
national status moves from one category to a less-vulnerable category
Designated as endangered from 1977 to 1987, the Woud Bison was
downlisted by COSEWIC in 1988
