Col. Abel Found |
Guilty as Spy |

NEW YORK ¢AP) — Russlan
Col Rudolf 1. Abel was convicted
Friday of stealing American mil-
itary and atomic secrets for Mos-
cow. The maximum sentence is
death.

He is the first foreign mational
ever to stand trial for his life on
espionage charges in a civiian
American courtroom. He 0 Is
the highest ranking Soviet agent
‘ever brought to book here

‘As throughout his trial in Brook-
lyn federal district court, Abel.|
55, seemed only mildly interested
in the verdict returned by the
jury of nine men and three wo-
men. They deliberated three
hours and 35 minutes.

Judge Mortimer Byers, who
now holds Abel's life in his hands,
scheduled sentencing for Nov. 15.
