d of this two million came from
jobsters. This fact was revealed Ry
Mr. Eugene Gorman of the Fish-
eries Loan Board at a meeting of
the Souris Board of Trade held
Wednesday evening. He felt that
something should be done to bring
other fish prducts more into line
with this luxury item.

He explained that the elements
for success in any industry could
pe divided into four categories:
1, You have to have the raw ma-
werials; 3, You have to have the
capital to develop it; 3, You have
o have the “Know How” and 4,
you have to have a market.

speaking on these points indiv-
idually, Mr. Gorman went on to
show that the Island with 1,100
miles of shore line, having the
Labrador ~Current and the St.
pawrence drainage emptying into
the surrounding waters, puts the
Island in perhaps the most favor-
ed fishing grounds of the world.
He said -that every spring there
are about 3 1-2 million seals feed-
ing on the fish surrounding our
shores but still there is a good

teh. -

u,\dr. Gorman made comparisons
which showed that in 1880 the Is-
land took 29 million lbs of cod
and haddock from the sea and in
1953 the amount taken had only
increased to three million lbs. He
also stated that in 1880 there
were 18.35 million lbs. of macker-
sl fished here while in 1953 only
139 million were taken in. It was
his opinion that there is no chance
of depleting the supply of fish
sven with much greater develop-
ment of the industry.

DRAGGER FISHING

The speaker told his audience
omething of dragger fishing, which
ne was happy to say, in spite of
inexperienced operators had made
splendid progress since it began a
few years ago. He referred to these
men as pioneers as far as the
[sland dragger f{ishing.is concern-
ed. It was a matter of pleasure to
note that no outside help was
needed, ‘“only Island fishermen
were involved,” he said.

Mr. Gorman made note of the
changes which are taking place
In regard to processing. “No long-
or” he said, was a tight roof and
1 féew tables sufficient equipment
0 pracess fish. Mony plants have
175,000 worth of machinary includ-
ng stainless steal tables, escula-
:ors, as well as powerful refri-
.gerators worth $10,000 each. He
also stated that there was a tre-
mendous amount of technical
gknowledge invoived in the pro-
cessing of frozen fish. The Ameri-
cans were, processing a consider-
able amount of “fish sticks” which
are precooked fish in frozen form.
He pointed out that the démand
from this source had removed vast
stocks of Island fish from the mai-
ket.

In speaking of the market, Mr.
Gorman observed that 71% of the
earth’s surface is water and only
¥% land and that'an acre of sea,

in comparitive food value, 1s rour
times more productive than an
acre of land. Yet, only % lb of
fish is consumea in comparison to
100 1bs. of land products. “In other
words,” he said, “we are getting
only one days supply. of calories
from the sea while 364 day’s supply
comes from the land.

With the population of the
world expected to triple itself and
with one third of the world going
hungry, Mr. Gorman felt that the
fishing industry was - confronted
with & tremendous challenge. “If
we are to meete this challenge,”
he said, “we must use our only
storehouse. ...the sea.”

FISH PROCESSING METHODS

The speaker explained why so
much effort is being made 'to pro-
cess fish by the frozen method. A
great .deal of the reason was be-
cause of a change in the eating
habits. “Fifty years ago with the
population largely composed of
immigrant stock, we needed angd
preferred a diet high in protein
concentrate, but the children of
today yith all the fresh vegetables
and fruit juices available to them
grbmt require this high protein

el.

He went on to show that with
the advent of refrigeration, there
was no need for using salt as a
preservative and many housewives
who are working women cannot
take the time to cook salt fish.
To illustrate the trend towards
frozen fish processing, Mr. Gor-
man showed that in 1908 there
were 6% million !bs of salt haddock
exported while in 1940 there was
only 13,00 lbs. . .but there were 36%
Ibs of frozen fish moved. Other
varieties were in comparison to
the haddock.

Summarizing 'Mr. Gorman said
that any industry that had the
three points illustrated should not
have to look far for capital. Be-
fore closing his remarks he paid
tribute to the members of the
Fisheries Research Board whom he
described as “Unsung heroes.” He
said, “when we get into trouble
they give us the answer.”

The speaker concluded by ex-
pressing confidence in the future
of the industry and was hopeful
that this, an Island industry could,
be controlled by Island capital.

WATER FLUORIDATION

Councillor Clark, reporting for
the commiitee appointed to in-
vestigate the cost and possibil:ty
of fluoridation of water for the
Town of Summerside, said that
Mr. Bob Donnelly, provincial sani-
tary engineer; Dr. B. J. O'Meara,
of the Dental Dgpartment, Publlc
Health and Welfare; and Mr. A.
L. MacDonald of the engineering
firm of Wallis and Tierney in
Halifax, had visited the town for
the purpose of ascertaining the
mechanical equipment that would
be required and the cost involved.
Councillor Clark said that when
this information is available a
public meeting will be held to ex-
plain the purpose and advantages
of adding fluorine to the water
as a preventative measure in the
reduction of dental cavities.

In his report as chairman ot
the water and sewerage commit-
tee, Councillor Clark said that the
work of providing the extensions
on Arcona and Victoria Road have
been completed.

Some back filling remains to be
done on Water Street East, while
on Water Street West unexpected
difficulties were encountered due
to low lying ground which neces-
sitates a change of the line of
extension whi¢th will be provided
by running it in from Notre Dame
Street. He raised the matter of
closer co-operation between the
Water and Sewerage Department
and the Electric Light Department
in checking with the building in.
spector or the town office to as-
certain that building permits have

been issued before making any
connections.
Councillor MacDougall, chalir-

man of the police and fire com-
mittees, said that his , attention
had been called to the matter ot
fire hose having been taken from
the Fire Hall, and used without
the knowledge or permission of
the Fire Chief. He said also that
the Chief should be notified re-
garding any hydrants that are out
of order, and of any shut-off of
the water supply to any part of
the town. The department also
called attention to fire hazards in
the town and referred specifically
to the tile plant on Harvard St.
and the Chinese laundry on Gran-
ville St.

There seemed to be some un-
certainty. among the council on
whether the Fire Department or
the Water and Sewerage Depart-
ment were responsible for check-
ing the condition of the fire hyd-
rants, and Councillor Clark said
he had heard that at one time
the Fire Department used to check
4 certain number of hydrants dur-
ing each practice night. As a
means of keeping a closer check
on what work is being done he
suggested that the work of all de-
partments should eminate from
the Town Hall rather than through
department employees, so that the
Town Clerk and the Councillors
would have closer touch with what
is being done. L

Referring back to the Fire De-
Partment Mayor Wedge said that
a check should be made of all
hydrants, and he inquired who
was responsible for looking after
the fire equipment, stating that
he understood the pumper truck
had run out of gas while on a call
in connection with a fire at the
east end of Summerside,
