It
is said that feurteen theusand dollars
less money was paid from the Com-
pany's ottiee to-day than last reckoning.
This is x very serious falling off, and
tells heavily upon the business come
munity. The whole country will feel
the depression which this state of mat-
ters will eventuaily bring about.

eauses partial eclipses ot the sun. She
is, therefore, the cause of our having
two sola: eclipses in one month. The
eclipse of the Ist is invisible in the
United States. That of the 3lst is
artially visible. The sun will rise

eclipsed and the eclipse will end soon
after nine o'clock, a little mere that
seven-terths of the sun’s disc being
hidden at the time ofits greatest ebscur-
ity; the last morning of the year will
therefore bea dark one. The moon
fulls on the 16th and passes near Uranus
on the 2rd. The waning moon on the
morning of the 2th passes within
twenty=seven minutes of Mars and on
the 30th within thirteen minutes of
Mercury.
