We would strongly
urve the necessity of immediately pro-
viding the additional required accom-
modation.

We also visited the Poor House and
found the wards in as good a condition
as its overcrowded state would permit,
except one room occupied by four male
persons which was in a scandalous
stale,

We also visited the Jail which is in a
clean condition and are pleased to find
80 few persons incarcerated therein.

We feel that we cannot Separate
without expressing our regre! at the
lcss sustained by the legal profession
and the community at large, in the
death of the late Malcolm McLeod,
Esq., Q. C., so long one of the fore-
most jurists of this province. In so
doing we believe we sare ouly voicing
the sentiments of appreeiation for his
character, ability and sterling worta,
felt by the citizens of Charlottetown,
amongst whom he so long resided, and
bythe people of P. E. 1., by whom he
was 80 highly respected.

New York, Jan. 9.—Cabliog to the
Tribune from Londou régsrding ihe eriti~
cisme of the military autborisies, Mr. Ford
says:

“The excessive and wanton ciitieism
of the military authorities by ihe black
press bax recoiled azainstit ; the generals
10 thejfield have been ~psred, L ui eniping
has been going on contnuou-ly againss the
ministers, the War Uffice aod the head-
quarters taff. Thbis andiscriminating
fusilade agaiust officials who are labering
aaxionsly at their pests and doing their
besi, aven if Fome ot them have blundered
and failed 10 forecast the magnitude of the
struggle in South Africo amd the
unique defeasive tactics of the Dutch
warriers, is beginning to excite indignatien
aod costempt. Lerd Lansdowne, who is
the chief t rg=t for the Daily Mei’s quick
firers, miay bave hie faults as the head of
the eoverworked War Office, but he ha~
sent otk his sons, Lord Kerry and Lerd
Charles Fitzmaurice, te the frent, and has
i0i'ed uoceasingly. Lerd Wolseley, Sir
William Butler, Sir Johw Ardagh and
ether mulitary men who have been
under fire fram the black pre«s, cannot
vislate official decorum and defeud them -
selves.

WILL PROYR A BOOMERANG.

““ Tamm kind of warfare is unfair and
ue-Buglich, and is reacting against those
who are conducting it, especially whea
Loy are enmeshed 1o their own pelemics
over artillery ard driven into a furous
omslaught upem the military writers of
reputable journals as offieial hirelinge.
The ministers may have made a mistake
of werking teo steadily aad delivering too
few epeechea ; certaimly there are mawy
thimgs to which they could direct putlic
attemtion with a gocd grace. Whatever
miscalculations were made at the outset
of the war, the nation was as blind and
infatanted as the ministers thomselves.
The largest English army ever put into
the field has been carried #o the ends of
the carth with perfection of system and
detail and the United Kingdom has not
been demuded of battalions,

“When the war opemed there were
seventeen infamtry battaliens in South
Africa and seventy at home; there will
be at theend of this month, apart from
cavelry and artillery, seventy six battal-
ions of infantry regulars in the ficld and
seventy three in the Uaited Kingdom.

COMMENDS ¥TS WORK.

“This astonisking result has been eecar-
ed by calling cut the reservists, by Teavs
ing line nyea under age at home and by
stiffening detachments with militia. The
barracks are as full as they were when
the war opened, and the third line of de~
fence has bardly been drawa upon.

“ If a dozen battalions of militia have
volunteered for foreign service, fifty more
remain in reserve ; if 7,000 volunteers
and 3,000 yeomanry cavalry have been
sllowed to enlist for the war, there rea
main behind 250,600 eitizen soldiers for
a future emergeney. The War Office and
headquarters etaff clearly deserve credit
for the systematic eperation of the mobil-
ization scheme, and old Eogland, pulsat-
ing with patriotic ardor,is a long way
from being at the end of her military re~
sources.”
