I am in favor of Union on fair and equita-
ble terms. It bas been asserted that by
going into it we lose Self-Government. I
deny it. At present our acts are referred to
Downing street for approval, and we are all
aware that, on the Land Question, afew Pro-
prietors have more influence there than the
Government of this Island. Under Union
our local acts would have to be approved of
by the Central Government. If we kept out
of Union, our agricultural and other produce
would probably be taxed in Nova Scotia and
New Brunswick. Our vessels would be shut
out from the coasting trade, (as they are at
present in the United States); for instance.

fending them at an enormous expense, to
which Canada did not seem willing to con-
tribute.

His objections to the constitution framed

be allowed to remain a stumbling block to British
Colonial policy, but would be imeluded on the
terms that have been deemed equitable to all the
other Colonies, and by her own ablest aud im-
partially selected statesmen ; and although nearly
all the opponents of Confederation on the terms
agreed upon at the Conference admit that a
Uniov must take place, I have not seen that there
has been any terms proposed on which they are
willing to unite, although the time is fast ap-
proaching whenit will be too late to seek amend-
ment.

They offer what |
have agitated for, for upwards of thirty
years, to place the holders of property in this
Island on the same footing with the settlers
in the other Provinces. See the twenty-ninth
proposition in the Report of the Conference.
as follows :—

‘© 29. The General Parliament shall have
power to make laws for the peace, welfare
and good government of the Federated Pro.
vinces (saving the sovereignty of England.)
and especially laws respecting the following
subjects :

*» 23. Rendering uniform all or any of the
laws relative to property and civil rights in
Upper Canada, Nova Scotia, New Branswick,
Newfoundland and Prince Edward Island,
and rendering uniform the procedure ofall
or any of the Courts of these Provinces ; but
any statute for this purpose shall have no
force or authority in any Province until sanc-
tioned by the Legislature thereof.’’
Although the above is made to apply to

five Provinces, it is in this Island whereit is
especially required, where the agricultural
inbabitants who have reclaimed the land, and
supplied the first elements of commerce to
the community, are driven tu the necessity of
associating to save their property from per-
sons oluiming to be land owners, and yet
have no title, but the unconstitutiona! indul-

gence of Colonial Ministers, who have refused
to allow the law to be put in operation for
revesting forfeited lands in the Crown. And
to show the necessity of reform'ug the pro-
ceedings of our courts of law, to constitute
any perton a proprietor of land in this Is-
land requires no title; it is only necessary
for bim to procure some ignorant persons to
attorn and execute leases.

Petition to quiet parties in possession of
fishery reserves and liable tu arrears of quit
rent appears a Concessivn to all parties, and
to those who know little of the value of the
Proprietors, claims, the offer of the freehold
to the tenant, at 15 years purchase, would
appear a concession from the Proprietor.
But there is nothing in the Bull to prevent
the Federal Government settling the Land
Question.
