of the Colony,~the necessity fur a Loan Bill,—~tha
encouragement of the Fisheries, and other measures,
to support which it may be decmed nccessary to
pledge our Representatives—"

P. W. Hyodman, Esq., then addressed the meet-
ing. He thought it right to pledge our Representa-
tives to support measures which will relieve the
present finaucial depression, caused by the mode in
which the payments for the Cunard Estate were
being made. A Loan from abroad was, he consider-
ed, absolutely necessary to enable the Governmeunt
to pay for Proprietary Lands without crippling the
trade of the Island. During the last few months
£20,000 had been sent away, or virtually so, and
duriug the next three months £12,00) more would
have to be paid. The withdrawal of such a large
amount from ecirculation must, he said, depress
Trads, and curtail the busiuness of the Banks, e
heard complaints of this from all parts of the country,
He did not for & moment wish to condemn the pur-
chase of land by the Governmeunt,—%e merely found
fault with the mode of payment., The Land Pur-
chase Bill and Loan Bill had been brougks forward
together, andthey should never have been separated.
Some, he koew, objected to a Loan, and said that at
the present time an Imperial Guarantee could not be
obtained. This Guarantee he did not cousider ne-
cessary. Our Bonds could, he thought, be sold in
the Eoglish market without it. He etrongly con-
demned the Government for purchasing land so
extensively without providiug funds out of the Island
to pay forit. The little money in the Island was
all required for the purposes of trade. In coulusion,
he remarked that the encouragement of the Fisheries
was o subject also before the meeting, and he would
like to hear other gentlemen express their opinion
on these matters.

Mr. Arch. MeNeill was pleased to sea that the
meeting was called by no particular party, and that
no party feeling existed. Now on the eve of a
Geoneral Eloction, was the proper time to agitate
measures for the good of the country. If the land
could be paid for by borrowing money abroad,—
leaving our own money in the Island to meast the re-
quirements of trade,~the Government, he thought,
should do so. 1le considered, too, that the Govern-
ment should grant a bounty to encourage the Fisher-
ies, and he hoped to hear the matter discussed, He
would recommend that reselutions should be sub-
mitted, embodying the views of the meeting on these
subjects.

Hon. Geo. Coles said that those present were,
doubtless, aware that for many years he had favor-
ed a Louu Bill, and he disapproved of the Govern-
ment purchasiog land unless with tho assistance of
such a measure. The £40,000 drawn out of the
country would, he said, lessen the issne of the Baoks
to the extent of at least £90,000. Had the Cunard
Estate been purchased under the Loan Bill, there
would not be such a depressfon in trade and money
matters. At the time the loan was passed here, the
British Government offered to guarantee £100,000,
and to act as the agents of the Island. Ile did not
think they would he willing to do that now, owing
to our opposition to their expressed wishes on the
subject of Confederation, but the loan might be ob-
tained without such a guarantee, and he would be
willing to rely upon the credit of the Island. The
manner in which the Cunard Estate was being paid
for, was, ho considered, unjust to the mercantile com-
muoity.

(Chas. Palmer Fsq., said he was happy to find that
Confederation had been settled st the previous meet-
ings, and that the people had now leisure to discuss
other matters. A Loan Bill was recommended by
the trading community, but it was necessary to be-
ware of Class Legislation. The Government had
acted rashly in engaging to pay so large a sum as
£79,000 entirely out of the resources of the country.
While part of the debentures for the Selkirk Estate
was still uopaid, the Cunard Estate wus purchased,
and the Government agreed to pay the sum of £18,-
000 or £20,000 about the beginning of the year.
They gave the Banks no notice of their intention to
draw spocie, but Governments being big people, the
Banks had to submit. This curtailed the cirenlation
of the eountry to the exient of three times that
amount. A Luan, he thought, should be obtained,
and no Imperial Guarantee was, ke considered, ab-
solutely necessary. Our bonds would, probably, sell
io the ﬁnglinh market withont such a gnarantee.

Hon. James Duucan considered that the duliness
of sale for vessels in England had more to do with
the mounetary depression thau the purchase of Pro-
prietary Estates. Were these vessels sold, and their
value iu exchange in circulation here, the mone
market would not be in the state in which it is. If
money required to be borrowed to pay for land, why
not borrow it here?

J. 8. Carvell, Esq., urged that, as our circulating
medium was only about two-fifths of that in the
other Provineas, in proportioa to the population, the
withdrawal of 8o large a sum had a much greater
effect than it otherwise would. To remedy this the
Loan Bill was, he considered, the best measure that
could at present be brought forward.

Fred. Brecken, Esq , said he had come to the
meeting that he might hear the views of the mer-
chants on the question. He professed to know little
of commerce, but could feel the present depression.
Though caused in a great measure by the purchase
of the Cunard Estate, there was much truth in what
Mr. Duncan had said of the dullness of sale of ves-
sels. Ho trusted he would be always ready to help
the commercial interests of the Island, irrespective
of party feeling. He thought it, however, vasound
policy to pledge Representatives. A pledged Roﬁ
resentative was useless. Whether the Loan con
be obtained without any Imperial Guarantee, he was
not pre to say. Atpresent our debentures would
probably sell at a runious discount. Ie would say
only this, that-the Loan Bill must be a Government
measure, but he would support any measure to re-
lieve the present depression. He would, however,
decline binding himselt hand and foot to support any
sneh measure. The opinion of those who now
wished to pledge him might chan
pledged be must adhere to one policy.

Mpr. McNeill thought that the opinion of the meet-
ing should be taken. Candidates, though they might
not be pledged, would be influenced by the expressed
wishes of their constituents.

The question of & bounty to encourage Mackerel
fishing having been brought before the meeting, Mr.
Brecken remarked that the subject had never been
properly before the Legislature. e was in favor
of ting & small bounty, Fishing would doubt-
less yet be our chief branch of industry.

r. Coles replied that our Mechanics’ Fishing
Compaay had proved that no encouragement.in the
way of bounty was required. This mﬁ-oy had
just declared & dividend of 20 per cont. He hoped

|
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of the I'ishercies, It had, however, been said that
the Fishing business needed no encouragement iu
the way of bouaty, because a certain Company had
paid a dividend of 20 per cent. He koew nothing
of the management of this Company, but something
of last year's fishing, and could ascure the meeting
that there were very few vessels fishing last year
from this Island that paid expenses. The same run
of luck that gave the Company 20 per cent this year
might not occur again. Ho knew the country felt
the effects of the land purchase,—he felt it himself
indirectly,~but he folt more than this, the duty on
Mackerel in the United States. The busioess under
this duty could not pay, that was a certaioty. No
country ever had a better opportunity to ecarry on
fishing than this Island, and he thought it the auty
of the Government to encourage it. He had no
doubt that good terms with the United States would
yet be obtained, but the Island would in the mean-
time have to pay something to prevent the business
dying out,

Mr. Coles said he knew a gentleman who carried
on a fishing business perhaps second ouly to Mr.
Hall's and he did not consider a bounty necessary.
He (Mr. Coles) did not thiuk farmers should be
laxed to pay fishermen; who did little to benefit

em.

Mr. Hall replied that fishermen did benefit farm-
ers by consuming their produce. The farmers too
had au indirect bounty in the shape of Model Farms,
.y

1 bave long indulged the opinion—and am still of the
sem e belief—that the laws relating to Education should
Jbe ro amended as, -monﬁ other improvements, to enable
he District Teachers to draw the entire amount of their
salaries from the public purse.
