AMONG THE FARMERS
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PLAN OF ACTION

Out of each of the three county
federation meetings and it arose
spontaneously came a plan de-
signed to bring about two things,
first, the strengthening of the Fed-
eration and second, the creation
of greater interest in better farm
practice, These two things are to

terest in the improvement of the
Federation and the development
of beiter farm practices.
