The Oldest Matheuinetint Book.

The oldest mathematical book tn the
world, which dates some 4000 years back,
and was written in Egypt, contains a rule
for squaring the circle, The rule given is
to shorten the diameter by a ninth, and on
the line so obtained to construct a square;

It was shown to be erroneons if not
to his ownsatisfaction, at least to that of
the courts, and he had to pay the mo:ey.
Mathematicians have long been convinced
that the solution was impossible; put it is
