‘have it so. 1he keavenward road seemed
smooth and easy ae they nodded jin their
sleeping-cars. At long intervals they paid
a church rate of a few pence in the pound
grudgingly and of mecessity, to whitewash
rhe walis and keep the roof from falling
about their ears, while they dwelt in
houses of cedar peinted with vermillion.”
This had been almost wholly changed.
Thoe clergy “ were mow as a rule working
men, and the sascestic observation, ‘Them
pacsons has ¢ix blank holidaye- a week
and only work halt-time on Sunéavs,” was
nodonger just. Noew churches had been
built and the old orves almost wniversally
restored. The clengy were resident, the
services far more frequent and devout, the
eacraments rightly and duly administercd,
The hiouse of prayer was in « darge pro-
portion free and open, s0 that she poor
might have the Gospel preached %o them ;
and & was preacbed to them more and
more-extensively as the apostles preached
it without manusecrip and with simpli-
city.”
