General PEisenhower has made
another appeal to the leaders of
Europe to meet the totalitarian

enemy with economic, military
and political unity.

Even while the North Atlantic
Treaty Organization officials
were gathering for their Rome
meeting, the theme was holding
rearly all of the attention at the
Strasbourg meeting of the Coun-
cil ot Europe.

The need for European union
has been revealed as the natlons
sought to prepare defences a-
gainst Russia,
