$ir 8. Baker on Slavery in Egypt.—Sir
Ramuel Baker delivered the Rede lecture at
Cambridge a few days ago, the subject be-
ing ‘slavery.” He pointed out that so long
as Mahommedanism prevailed, the custom
of polygamy, necessitaling an importation of
female slaves, would render it difficult to
abolish slavery. He said it wasnota chival-
rous, bul a foolish act in England, to liberate
her West India slaves at a cost of £20,000,-
000, and it was unjust to expect a poor coun-
try like Egypt to dothe same. The opinion
in regard to Eng and, though still shared by
many people, would not, we believe, have
been approved by one who understood the
matter quite as well as Sir Samuel Baker ;
we refer to0 Dr. Livingstone. Sir Samuel
went on to say that there was a lack of
statesmanship and common sense in imme-
diate emancipation. He suggested an inter-
nal of seven years, which would enable the
masters to make the necessary arangements,
and the slaves 1o be educated for freedom.
The condition of slaves throughout Egypt
was good, and it was a mistake to suppose
that they were desirous of freedom. Liberty
would certainly not improve their temporal
condition. Hereferred to the expeditions he
commanded for the Khedive and stated that
the latter was about to connect Khartoum
with Cairo by railway, thus bringing all the
produce of Central Africa to a profitable
market.
