WASHINGTON, Feb. 10 —(AP)
Prospects for an end to the war
in Korea hrightened considerably
today but the chances for a per-|
manent peace there remained so
dim as to be almost invisible. ]

truce negotiators on holding n’

Korean peace conference within 980
days after an armistice gives rea-
son for hope that the fighting may
be brought to an end.

The essential issue in the truce
negotiations: {f hoth sides agree
that the war is no longer profit-
able, what price is each willing to
pay to end it? Neither the Com-
munists nor the United Nations
appears to have any hope for an
all-out victory with the forces
available. So & negotiated end of
the fighting becomes at least &/
practical possibility.

Complex Issue

On the boarder question of
peace, however, the issue is infinit-
ely more complex—who Is going to
control Korea ultimately, the free
democracies led by the United
States or the Communists led by
the Kremlin?

The Korean peace conference, if
held, must therefore be concerned
with such matters as the unifica-
tion of Communist and non-Com-
munist Korea and the kipd of
government which would rule over
such a country, |

There is present no hasis for be-
liet that either the U.S. or the
Russian bloc would be willing to;
make such concessions as would
permit Korea to be unified and
ruled by & government on which
both sides could agree.
