Mr. CaupBELL.—I take the respon-
sibility of any statements I make, and
I say the Government put forth that
statement made by Messrs. Chalmers
and Davison, knowing it to be false,
and here is the proof in their own Pub-
lic Accounts. After they bad run to
the end of the year, although there
was & deficit of $30,000 on the year’s
transactions, they show a total debt of
$154,000 on the 31st of December. I
make ne charge against those two
gentlemen, they made up a statement
as they were instructed and took the
figures given them by the officials, but
here is the proof in the Public Accounts
of the Province that the statement was
not ‘correct.

Mr. CaupBELL—I repeat my asser-
tion, either the statement of Messrs
Chalmers and Davison was false, or
the Public Accounts for the year are
false. Will the hon. member tell us
which is correct ?

Hon. Mr. Lairp—If the hon. mem-
ber does not know how to compare ac-
counts he had better geta man who
can, and he will find these statements
are perfectly correct. He knows he
has the shelter of the walls of this
House around him, but I ask him to
publish his statement if he dare.

Hon. Mr. Rocers.—His honor runs
away with the idea that bécause the
country was in debt $171,000 in April,
that therefore it must be that much
in debt on December 31st. He for-
gets that the Government might pay
off a largo part of that indebtedness
before the end of the year. The hon.
member has not fully considered the
question.

Mr. ScriMeEOUR.—I wish to state
that shis Bill will ensure to every man
the rights acd privileges which he now
enjoys. The hon. member from Eldon
complains very hard about not getting
information, but I remember very well
when he was Leader of the Govern-
ment in this House how difficult it was
to wring information from bim; it was
like drawing teeth, and on one occa-
sion we had to tell the Government
that no more business would be gone
on with until information was - sub-
mitted to this House. When we went
to the departments the doors were shut
in our face, and we could get no infor-
mation. That wasthe way we were
treated in the Public Works Depart-
ment. The present Commissioner
of Public Works is a gentleman

who fully understands the business,
and the money is well expended. There
is not that amount of boodling there
was formerly. What state was the
Public Works in when the present
Gevernmeat came into power? Nota
boat fit to ply oo the ferriesnor a
wharf to fasten them at. Those hon.
gentlemen will get all the information
required, but it is impossible for the
officials in the Departments to get up

in a day or two, answers to.all the

LETTERS TO EDITOR.

Corn Culture.

To the Editer of the Guardian:

SIR,—As many of the farmers are mak-
ing preparations for sowing & small area
of corn, a few wordsas to its culture may
not be out of place.

MANURE,

A liberal quantity of farmyard manure
worked into the soil will be profitably ap-
plied.

A well rotted sod generally gives satis-
factory returns.

PLANTING.

This may be done in two ways :—

1. In rowa—not less than three fect
apart. - One grain every six inches in the
row will be sufficient seed.

2. In hills—this will prove best on ex-
ceptionally dirty ground, as it will admit
of caltivation both ways. The hills should
be three feet apart both ways, with from 3
to 5 grains in a hill. A sidiple way of
putting it in hills isas follows: Prepare
land to fine tilth, then run furrows about
three inches deep across the field three
feet apart. At right angles to the furrows
mark the field with a marker made as fol-
lows: Take a twelve or fifteen foot plank
about ten or twelve inches wide, at every
three feet and at the ends fasten on a
runner or shoe of wood about two inches
wide, four inches deep and about I8
inches long—make some kind of an ar-
rangement whereby it can be drawn by a
horse or horses, If this is drawn across
the furrows it will make mark enough to

drop the grains, three to five, and
cover with the foot by drawing over
the grains some of the earth thrown

up by the plough, then push gently with

follows in the last mark made.

CULTIVATION.

As soon as the corn is two inchesabove
ground it should be harrowed over. with a
light harrow, and may be repeated several
times before the corn is six inches high.
This will keep down weeds. After this
cultivation, between the rows or hills will
keep down all weeds, and promote

. Itcan be continued until the
corn is higher than the horse with profit.

KINDS OF CORN.

The Pearces Prolific and Longfellow
are two good corns that will come to ma-
turity for the silo, Pride of the North
will be probably a week later. Then
there are the large corns—M. S. 8, and
Red Cob, which are too large for P. E. L.
Many prefer them for feeding purposer;
but if the farmers only knew it, thereis
more real feeding value in the smaller
varieties.

More depends on the cultivation of
corn than is generally supposed, and often
& failure results from the lack of cultiva-
tion. The ground should be stirred once
a week at least.

After the corn gets to be two feet high,
cultivation should be shallower and more
away from the roots.

The conditions for securing good corn
for the silo, or for winter feeding, are:
(1.) early planting, which should be shal-
lower; (2°) then seeding; (3.) frequent
