per pound of butter fat.

His report also showed that 1,131,-
959 lbs. of butter and 210,905 lbs.
of cheese had been produced and’
sold during 1953,

The award for the leading cream
patron went to Mr. Scott Cairns
of Freetown; while the award for
the leading milk patron was re-
ceived by Gillis Bros., of Rich-
mond. These awards were donated
by Canadian Bank of Commerce,
and by Mr. Ralph Caseley of
Ralston-Purina Co.

Secret Letter
Touches Off
New Uproar

WASHINGTON (AP) An al-
leged ‘‘secret and confidential”

ing of a highly dangerous security
situation at Ft. Monmouth, N.J.,
touched off a new uproay in the
McCarthy-army hgarlngsai[‘uesday.

Senator Joseph McCarthy set off
the latest row by producing what
he described as ‘“one of a series
of letters” from Hoover, director
of the Federal Bureau of Investi-
gation. McCarthy said Hoover had
given repeated warnings of what
the senator termed a ‘‘tremen-|
dously dangerous’’ situation involv-|
ing security risks at the Ft. Mon- |
mouth radar laboratories. |

Army counsel Joseph N. Welch
protested it was improper for Mc,
Carthy to have such a letter—,
labelled ‘“secret and confidential”!
—in his possession, and declared
it looked to hirg as if the senator
was breaking the law.

CAN'T RECALL LETTER

McCarthy brought out the letter
in cross-examination of Army Sec-
retary Robert Stevens, after sug-
gesting that associates of atom spy
Julius Rosenberg continued to do
secret work at F't. Monmouth long
after the army secretary took of-
fice.

Stevens said he couldn't recall
the letter and wouldn't even read
it without Hoover's permission.

Finally it was decided to (1) get
a statement from Hoover as to
whether he wrote the letter, and
whether it could be made public,
and (2) see whether there is a
copy in the Pentagon files.

Tuesday morning the Republi-
cans thought they had an informal |

COMMERCE CHAMBER HEAD SPEAKS
AT JOINT MEETING IN SUMMERSIDE

Mr. W. J. Borrie, president of
the Canadian Chamber of Com-
merce was the guest speaker at a
joint meeting of the Summerside’
Board of Trade and the Summer-
side Rotary Club held yesterday
at noon at Howard's Restaurant.

Mr. Borrie, who is president of
the Pembroke Securities Ltd., Van-
couver, B .C., director of the Paci-
fic National Exhibition and a form-
er member of the Canada-U. 8. A.
Committee, has recently return-
ed from a visit to various countries
of the world including  Mexico,
Japan and the United States, gave
a very informative talk on trade
conditions in those countries at
the present time, as well as his
impressions of the general economic
world picture.

He brought back the distinct im-
pression above all that Canada 18
“A great country to live in” standing
high in estimation of the peo-|
ples of thé world.

The recent trade
treaty with that country, he be-
lieved will prove beneficial to Can-
ada. In the United States he said
that his impressions were — that
business was good -— that there
is a feeling of acceptance there
of the responsibility of world lead-
ership — that American business
men were, a8 a whole, favorable
to Canada.

Regarding conditions here he he-
lieved that 1954 will be a great
year for Canada. “While the in-
dustrial output is down slightly we
have a strong dollar ,money is
easy. This year we have again a
balanced budget, personal savings
are high and the construction in-
dustry this year will total over five
billion dollars. Confidence he be-
lieved is returning to business gen-
erally.” ;
