That Body Of Yours %
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By James W. Barton, M.D. &
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TUBE THROUGH STOMACH
. TO SMALL INTESTINE

It is often necessary for the
physician to use certain drugs or
gther substances that he does mnot
want acted upon by tne stomach
digestive juices. For thix reason hc
uses a weighted tube that is long
enough to go from the nose o
mouth through  the esophagus
(tube leading from {hroat to stom-
ach), and thence ' through the
stomach into the duodenum, the
first- part of the small intestine.

By the aid of the fluroscop:
(x-ray) the physician can wa%h
the lower end of the Lube as 1t is
carried through the stomach and
into duodenum. In the Lancet,
London, Dr. A, H. James stiles
that intubation of the duodenum
is often difficult withcut the® aid
of  the fluorcscope particularly
v.hen the patient is a young chid
or is seriously ill. To get around
this difficulty, Dr. Janes has de-
velcped a method of locating tne
tube tip without the aia of x-rays.

| He incorporates a sm&ll perman-

ent magnet into the tip of the
tube and then follows its progress
throughthe stomach by pressing a
small compass on the abdomen znd
roting the dcflection of the need'e
Not only the location but the dir*
ection of the tube con be deter
mined by this method.

The practical value of thi
method was shown in the cases
17 adults. When the tube was
thought to have entered the dun
denum as judged by the compass
an x-ray film was takcn In .4
patients (825 per cen» the tuhe
wac actually in the du -denum an<
in three it was within an inch of
being completely in ta duodenum
isgmilarl)' in 20 out of 21 child'en
{the duodenum was rciched rap-
lidly by this method. It was hoped
that the maznet-tippe. tube mizn*
also be controlled from: the outs 4e

did not prove to be practical.

We can readily see how tas
magnet-tipped tube so closely fol-
lowed by a compass would make it
possible for the physicizn to know
when the end of the tube was sotz-
ly in the duodenum. This wou.d
mean that when th~ physician
wants to flush or drain the uzal
bladder, he can peur the Epsom
salts into the tube insiead of tne
stomach.

Also, in stomach ulcer, the phv-
sician wants to rest the stoma.l
walls and not cause too much
movement of the walls and (he
pouring out of the acid digestive
juice which f{rritates the ulcer. By
having the tube emptv its conten::
ir the duodenum, the food or drug
can be acted upon by the juwices
emptying into the duodenum, that
is, bile from the liver the pan-
creatic juice from pancreas, and,
later, the juice of the small intes
tine.

Princess Elizabeth has wanted
to visit Canada for a long time,
ever since 1930 when she stayed
at home in London while the King
and Queen crossed the Atlantic.
The photographs and - letters they
sent- back to their daughter stire
red the schoolgirl Princess’s ima-
gination tremendously. When she
went to meet them at Southamp-
ton on their return, almost her
first words after she had step-
ped on board the ‘Empress of
Britain’ were: “I wish I could go
to Canada to0o.” I

Then Princess Elizabeth saw
the presents which Canadian chil-
dren had sent her, not forgetting
the delightfully frilly pinafores
quite new to a British nursery and
some little colored totem poles.
She heard her parents’ stories ‘and
later saw the film of their tour.on
the portable screen in the white
ballroom at Sandringham. It all
served to strengthen her keen de-
sire. “You must wait until you are
older to tfavel,” the Queen told
her daughter. “All right,” Prin-
cess Elizabeth answered, “I will,”
and arranged the small gay poles
on the nursery mantelpiece where
they stayed for some years.

During the war years Princess
Elizabeth had many stimulating
conversations with members of
the Canadian Forces who were en-
tertained at Windsor Castle, the
evacuation home of the King's
daughters. She heard much about
the Dominion from Princess Alice
and the Earl of Athlone, former
Governor-General  of Canada,
and from friends of the Royal
Family such as Mr. Winston
Churchill. the Tweedsmuirs and
the Vincent Masseys. She often
read Canadian magazines, and in
her old-fashioned schoolroom
bookcase there have been books
with a  Canadian background.
from the nature siudies of Grey
Owl that were youthful favorites
to the Jalna novels of Mazo de la
Roche, acquired with other mod-
ern fiction following the Princess’s
eighteenth birthday. More recent-
ly Princess Elizabeth has been in
touch  with Canada again
through Viscount Alexander’s
family whom she has known near-
ly all her life.
