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This, the Director of Education
s._'ud. imposed an almost impos-
sible task on the rural teachers.
“But they do it." He added that
we have moved slowly in the
matter of larger school units.
The plan evolved and in use in
this Province grew out of the
needs of the communities 1lo
keep within their own areas. He
mentioned the gradual develop-
ment of higher education here
from the days when Prince of
Wales College was practically
alone in the field through the
emergence of Saint Dunstan's
University and the starting of
higher grade schools in, Sum-
merside and elsewhere.

In  briefly touching on the
system employed in teaching hne
told the teachers that it was dc-
signed to fit local needs and at
the same time make the youth of
the Island ready for life anye
where. Rural communities rare-
ly can absorb all its young peo-
ple. Holding to the unity of our
educational program, rather than
following a tendency to break it
up too much, would lead to a
greater development of the in-
dividual.

Reviews Research
Plans In Educatio-n

The field of educational re-
search in Canada was briefly re-
viewed yesterday by Miss Eileen
M'Gonigle, past president of the
Ontario Teachers’ Federation,
when she spoke before the 30th
Conference of the Canadfan
Teachers Federation at “The
Charlottetown".

Miss M'Gonigle said that the
definition of research for the
purpose of her report would be

the generally accepted provincial
view that it was the work of
committees which made a suwvey
or a study of a particular problem
and then drew conclusions. She
remarked that the work being
done in several of the provinces
was excellent but that she wished
to present the overall picture as
being of greater interest.

She had sent out a question=
naire which had been answered
by seven of the Canadian Prov-
inces and the reply showed that
research in all provinces report-
ing had been carried on by com-
mittecs  of  teachers. Most of
them were more interested in
curriculum research than in any
other but work had been done in
the fields of school administra-
tion, teacher education, tenure,
salaries and superannuation.

She said the range of problems
for research has been great. One
group listed 20 projects with the

same fopics appearing on seven
lists, They include problems re-
lating to education, child de-

velopment, teacher status and im-
provement, and ranged further
afield from reading surveys to
larger units of school adminisira-
tion.

Value of Work

She fold ‘the teachers that few
of these research projects have
been printed separately but any
which have been printed appear
to be put to much wider use than
those which have been mimeo~
graphed or filed for executive
use. The value of this work in
tie Federation, she said, is
shown in the answers made to
the question concerning the use
made of the findings of research
worl. Press studies have form-
ed the basis for conference among
teachers with Departments of
Education to combat unfavour=
able propaganda to improve
working conditions and to re-
organize curricula.

Miss M'Gonigle said that plans
for the future in everv case indi-
cate a continuing research in
some fields already studied and
initiation of research in other
areas. One province fcels that
its whole system should be as-
sessed by properly trained ex-
perts. She said that another in-
teresting study proposed is that
of the effect on the educaion of
the child of tha teaching of per-
sons unqualified as teachers. The

field of Public Relations is also
to be explored by -one of the
organizations.

In conclusion she said that
Canadian teachers are cognizant
of the value of research as one

of the ways of attacking a probe
lem which will provide a secure
basis for any action indicated.
