The bold movement of General Liprandi had part-
y failed, since Bals Clava remained in the power
of the and the latter preserved their com-
munications with the sea ; it had parily succeed-
ed, since the Russians were in possesion of the
sole beaten roud, which leads from Bala Clava to
Sebastopol, and had wken position in the rear of
the besiegers. Accordiugly on the 26th, Priuce
Menschikoff made u siong sortie against the
English lincs, in order to place them between
two fives, 1i he i succeeded in carrying them,
and in effecting 4 junction with General Liprandi
in the midst of tha besieging army, the operations
of the allivs would have been almoat irreparably
promised.

extinguish the fire, which was done in

about ten minutes. I could not see a yard
béfore me; the smoke was so thick. Itgot

0 hot at last, that Lord George gave the

order to slip {he cables. Whilst the men

were over the port side slipping the cables,

a shell and shot came in forward. It must

have cleared two guns’ crew away had they

been at their guns. When we slipped the
cable, we found that the anchor had never
been on the ground, so we had been drift-
ing in towards the forts all the while, and,

what was worse than all, we had got a

shoal ahead and astern, so the steawer

could not go ahead. Luckily the Spitfire
was within hail, so she towed our head
short round, and we got out. We were

the last ship, and we hauled out at 7

o’clock. Two shells had burst on the main

deck, and one on the upper deck, which I

am sorry to say killed poor little Forster.

He was standing under the poop, the port

side, when the shell came in, and burst

close to him. He was as black as a coal.

A piece of his skull was knocked out; he

also had severe wounds on his face, and

luckily he died 24 hours lﬂnr\vald-, but
was not sensible. We anchored in our old
diggins with our side and rigging beautifully

cut up. We had five men killed and 16

wounded, besides several bruised with

apllnlerl. The Albion was the worst cut
up. She had a narrow escape; a shell
burst in the handing room of her magazine.

sudden change of route, our friend of course
commenced reflecting on tie possibility of
an escape. The Russian who escorted him
on the left side held in his right hand his
own firelock, and in his left the captured
Minie. By a sudden spring the 33d man
seized the Russian’s firelock, and, on the
speculation of its being loaded, discharged
it at its owner. The man rolled over dead,
and his companion was not less rapidly
clubbed.  Calmly picking up his own
Minie, our friend returned towards the
camp and joined his regiment. This little
episode was witnessed by a sergeant and
several other skirmishers. Another anec-
dote, somewhat cruel, is related of a sk
mlnhcr, who, hnvmg picked off his ma:
took the body to a covered spot and laid it
down. He issued forth, shot a second and
a third Russian skirmisher, and quietly de-
posited their bodies in a row with the first.
‘Then, seeing a Highlander approach, he
led him by the arm to the spot, and said,
“ That's not such a bad afternoon’s bag,
Willie?”*

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Forgeries and Frauds in San Francisco.

The duwemm from San Franciseo
eiggs, in liabilities to the extent
,000, and guilty of frauds to a still

greuur amount, hud caused great

ment there. Parties who had loaned lurge

sums of money to him on deposits of

s warrants as

mmly began to ascertain, if they \nn

genuine.

Dr. Crowell had received warrants to the
amount of $15,000 from Meiggs, us security
for a loan of $6000, and discovered by an
examination of thé comptrolier's books, that
the warrants were forged. Adams 0.
discovered that warrants for $40,000, which
they had received, were forged. Wm,
Neely Thompson & Co. discovered that a
forged promissory nate for $10,000; pur-
porting to be drawn by their house in favor
of Meiggs, had been negotiated by him.

The first forged warrant was presented to
the comptroller’s affice at 2 P. M. on Satur-
day,and at half-past 4, when the office closed,
250,000 dollars had been brought in.

Durmg the afternoon and evening, it was
discovered that the forgeries of comptroller’s
warrants amounted to about 1,000,000 dol-
lars; stock of the California Lumber Com-
pany, of which H. Meiggs was President,
had been forged to the amount of 300,000
dolla nd his debts incurred in regular
business transactions amount to about
000 dollars. Tt is said that county seript
as been forged by Meiggs, but the amount
is not known,

The maaner in which the forger managed
to raise money, with the least risk to him-
self, was to borrow money pledging double
the amount of warrants as security.

The effect of the failure and forgeries
will be most injurious upon the business of
the city. Confidence among business men
is weakened. Probably not less than
