Pullets Should be Laying.

Young pallets hatched in March and April

ought all laying this month. Later

hatched ones, if not laying November,

will probably, if left to themselves, not lay
before spring when eggs are down to fifteen

cents per dozen. A well-known poultry far-
mer showed us recently his account forlast
December with 125 pullets. The net profit

for that month from eggs alone was $39.39;

from the same pulletsin April following the

profit was $14.97, and he got 50 dozen more

egys in April thanin December. Now this is;

a striking lesson to all who keep hens for pro-
tit. Get all the eggs you can this dull year
when other crops are short, as eggs always
bring cash. Probably 45 cents per dozen by
Christmas.
