Prrvestivg Sea Sickyess.—Jean A.
F.V. Oudin, a French priest,has obtained
a patent for the following liquid for the
preveation of sea sickness: | distil,“says
the inventor,*“one-third ofan ounce (troy
weight) of hydrochleric acid in five oun-
ces of alcohol, and mix the product in 32-
cunces of water sweetened with a little
sugar or syrup. I however, prefer to
compose the liquid of 2 2-3 ounces of dry
chloride of lime mixed with 8 ounces of
water and 10 2-3 ounces of alcohol.
This is distilled in a common still, and
the product mixed with 32 ounces of
sweetened water, to which are added a
few grains of cochineal to give it a pink
color. A few drops of this to be taken at
sea,to prevent and allay sea-sickness, and
if it accomplishes this object, priest Oudin
will deserve great credit for his disco-
very.
