In one abstinence
wasrigidly enforced and every man was
forbidden to drink any alcohol whatever
while the test lasted; in the second malt
liquor was Ooly permitted, and in the third
aration of whiskey was given to each man.
The re-alis were that the whiekey drink-
ers displayed more dashat first, but gen-
erally in about fcuc ca bi s®showed signs of
fatigue, and weskness; inose who were

given beer showed somewhat longer en-

durance, though displaying less dash at
firet ; and the total abstainers improved
daily ,in activity and staying powers.
