A Timely Warning

As apropos of Cuba now as it is
of East Berlin about which it was
written, is the comment of an Ameri-
can correspondent on the danger of
satirring up revoll in countries under
Communist rule. This lesson should
have been learned after the ill-fated
Hungarian revolt, but apparently it
hasn’t in some quarters where anti-
Communist zea! is more in evidence
than common sense, not to speak
of concern for the fate of the very
people about whom so much concern
is being expressed.

The point in this case is that any
policy designed to stimulate revolu-
tion in Communist countries would
be defensible only if the Western
p;ovemmenhs promoting it were
ready to step in at the moment of
revolution. This would mean readi-
ness to put agents, weapons and
even troops across the frontier to
help the rebelling people the mo-
ment the revolt starts. Unless such
substantial aid were available and
used, the rebellion would be bound
to be suppressed.

To encourage or promote revolu-
tion in a Communist country without
being prepared to put the entire
military power of the West behind
the policy is to encourage peane to
