THE EXECUTION OF MICHAEL BAR-
REIT, THE CLERKENWELL
CONSPIRATOR.

The Times of May 27th, in its account of

the execution, vives the tollowing purticulars:
*‘ The eonvict Barrett bad retired to rest about
10 on the previous evening, and, having spent
a somewhat restless night, rose ut 6 ye:h-rd:ay
morning, dressed hiwself, and engaged in
prayer. Shortly afterward he was ‘:jonwd in
his cell by the Rev. Jamcs Hussen, attached
to the Roman Catholic Chapel in Moorfield,
who had attended him regularly since his cou-
viction, and who remained with him to the
last. It is understood that he received the
Sacrament one day lust week, and again yes-
i terday morning. Toward 8 o'clock the ghe
riffs paid him & vist, accempanied by the
Governor, and then retired to a part of the
prison leading to the scaffold, where the rest

atives had already assewmbled. His face had
lost the florid hue it then wore, sud in other

He was never unduly buoy-
ed np by the efforts wade out of doors’ to re-
verse his seutence, but rather welcomed the
repeated respites as affording bhim further time
to prepare himself for the worst, should it
come to that. He died without making any
confession of the crime of which he was cou-
victed, so far as any of the authorities are in-
formed. Yet there was thie peculiarity about
him, as observed more than once by one of the
authorities in his visits to him after sentence,
that he never absolutely denied his guilt.
