Mr. Pearson gave France and
Italy a gentle push toward ratifi-
cation of EDC, which would per-

ropean Army. “Failure to act may
be the most dangerous of all pos-
sible courses,” he said.

At the Berlin foreign ministers
conference, the Russians had play-
ed “the same record, though some-
what more softly.” The Russian
objective was to crack the solid
structure of Western unity and
the USS.R. had removed any lin-
gering illusions about its aims.
