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COUNT YOUR TRICKS!

There is only one possible ex-
planation when a declarer loses
ais contract as South did in the
following case —he has failed to
sount tricks!

South dealer’~____
East-West vulnerable.
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The bidding:-

West' MNorth
14 . Pass; 10 Pass
2NT  Pass ‘3@, P
3INT Pass Pass

The three-notrump contract was
obviously risky, since an offside
position of the heart king (with a
hold-up by East) would have held
South to about six tricks., How-
ever, with the cards lying as they
did, South should have had a lay-
down—and it should be noted that
a four-heart contract would have
been much harder to make, even
with the spade and heart king's
right.

West opened the spade jack.
South captured East's king and
led the jack of hearts. West prop-
erly covered with the king —and
Scuth made a terrible play: he
went up with dummy’s ace! After
that, he could win only eight]
tricks, in all,
© Apparently, South did not re-,
alize that he needed only four|
heart tricks to insure the contract!
=not five! The right play, o!i
course, was to let West hold the
brick with his king of hearts. It
was not very likely that West had
five hearts, and if he had only one
~—the king—there was nothing de-
clarer could do about it. The con-!
tingency he could and should have |
provided against was the highly,
orobable 4-2 break of the suit,and{
giving up the trick to the king!
was the only way to make this’
provision. i

The situation is precisely the
same as if dummy’s long suit were
A-K-Q-x-X, with two small cards
in the closed hand. Needing only
four of the five tricks, declarer
should of course give up the first
trick in the suit so as to keep his
other card for communication. He
