But for the party which is in
powe: now I stigmatizs that as disgraceful
a mis tatemeut as can be uttered in Parlia-
ment. and I have only to appeal to the
reco!l sction of every man who hears me to
corro vrate me in stating that abuve all
other thiugs the iate leader of the L:beral-
Cons: tvacive party achieved public respect
for i} » course he took in selecting proper
men {5 occupy seats on the bench of this
count y. But, sgain I say, the hon. gen-
tlem: 1 tried to drag me into his quarrel
with ' he judges, the quarrel of a convicted
man igamst the bench, because we all
know that when a man has lost his case and
been « onvicted of a disgraceful crime, he
has b & two opinions, one is to appeal and
the ot 1er is to abuse the judge, and the
hon. gentleman has chosen the latter
courst. He has dragged me into that con-
trover sy for the purpose of making the
ouser. ble insivuation that I bought the posi-
tion I now fill by giving a seat upon the
bench toa member of this House. That
stateu ent is absolutely untrue; it has not a
shado v of foundation.

1
declir :d not once but more than once the
invits ion, and in doing so I stated that
from the knowledge I had of that judicial
distric: the appointment ought to be given
to Mr. Mclsaac, if he were willing to ac-
cept it, regardless aitogether of any ap-
pointmznt of myself. Those who knew
bim, those who knew his relations in the
county, and know the way in which he has
discha 'ged them, will say that I wasright and
gave t1em sound advice, and that they will
not, sialwart Reformers as they are to this
day, n'y leading opponents as they are to
tins d.y, thank the old-time leader behind
whom their friend Mr. Mclsaac sat, for the
unworthy insinuation, even if it were true,
that Le was bought with a seat on the
bench for the purpose of giving me a place
in thi: House. 1 daresay if the judge were
to express his own opwion, it would be
this, that he was willing to accept a seat
on the bench or any other place because he
had sat quite too long behind the member
for So1th Oxferd. Now, Mr. Speaker, we
are told that parliamentary institutions
in ths country are in danger, that this
House can hardly be regarded as a repre-
sentat ve body, that legalized fraud has
been supported by organized corruption,
that ti e Government is silent and its sub-
sidizec press and  supporters are
equall silent, and all this because it
is sad we have refused an investi-
gation and substituted for it a mock trial.
[ will 10t make so little of the House as to
ask th House whether that statement is
true or whether it is false; but 1 ask the
House whether it thinks a man worthy to
sit wi hin its walls who stigmatizes as a
mock trial an investigation to be held by
two of the highest judges of this country,
who bi ve not yet taken their seat and
openec the investigation. I should like to
ask th - House if that is not on a par with
the ve iemence with which the hon. gentle-
man h..s criticised these proceedings from
the be;sinning to the end, and not vehem-
ence o ily, but disgraceful unfairnese, which
has ne rer been paralleled in the history of
parlizt ientary debate. The hon. gentleman
denou: ced the accused person as guilty al-
most b >fore he had made an answer in his
defenc », and the judges had no sooner been
named by this House and an investigation
propo: :d by which they will take evidence
than 1 is declared that everything is wrong
iu the country, that the Government is
corrup ing the country by legislative frand
and & horiz>d corruption, and that the in
vestig- .ion which those jud es are going to
conduct is a mock trial. Well, Sir, upon
this p- int I have only to add this. I am
quite sure that whether those two gentle-
mnen w10 have been selected are known to
the ho 1. member for South Oxford or not,
the pe ple who do know them, and they
are wi. sly koown ' their own province,

One thing which we have eliminated is the
geuneral charze that other persous iuterest-
ed in these subsidies may have given these
moneys too, and the general charge that
these moneys were used in some 24 or 26
constituencies, and in some three or four
elections in escn of these constituencies.
But, =0 far as the charges against the Gov-
ernment are concerned, and eo far as the
charges against the Postmaster-General are
conzerned, they are juat as clear ard just
as precise and just as open for investigation
as the day they were made. The hon.
member for South Oxford (Sir Richard
Cartwright) challenged me to state if they
are vague now. They are not vague now,
thanks to the hon. member who made
them, thanks to the hon. member for Both-
well who supported them, and thanks to
the hon. member for South Oxford who
sought to drive them home with invective
which he is sorry for now because he can-
not prove them. These charges have been
made precise and they have been made spe-
cific, and if the hon. Postmaster-General
is not afraid to meet them, there are three
men who are afraid; because they sought
to shelter themselves on the plea of privi-
lege against appearing before the commis-
sion at all. The hon. member for South
Oxford has  declared  that  these
commissioners are the appointees of
the Postmaster-Geneia! himself. No
statement more utterly  at Var-
isnce with the truth can be put upon
H nsard, because, as a fact, they have
been appointed by this House and by a
vote of this House practically unanimous as
regarda their qualifications. The Opposi-
tion refrained from committing themselves
to the principle of appointing commission-
ers at all, but every member of the House
knows that it was perfectly consistent for
the Opposition to say that if the House
should eventually appoint commissioners,
these men were unfic by reason of this or
that disqualification, or this er that unfit-
ness of tempersment. If these commis-
sioners were the villains whom the hon.
member for South Oxford (Sir Richard
Cartwright) portrays as sitting on the
bench of this country from one end to the
other, if they were partizans, if they were
party hacks, if they were men not versed in
the law, if they were men not likely to be
impartial, every member who sits within
these walls was challenged to say so. He
had an opportunity to eay so; he was
bound to say so, notwithstandiog he
thought that no commission should be ap-
pointed at all ; but hon. gentlemen oppo-
site did not dare to say so, and in spite of
the repudiation of the hon. member for
South Oxford, I declare that these commis-
sioners were fully sanctioned by thisHouse
without a single dissent as to their fitness
or disqualification, and after dissent had
been challengad or defied, for I did it my-
self standing in my place hers.
