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of any such Order in Council by, to, or upon any officer or!
person in the service of ller Mujesty or of the Lords of the |
Admiralty, shall be exempt from stamnp Duty.

17. All torfeited and uneliimed shares and balances of
prize Money, and a yper-centase of Five DPounds in every
Une hundred Pounds out of the proceeds of all prizes, and
out ol all Grunts to the Royal Navy and Murines, and ont
of all bounty money. and also out of all other money distri-
butable in the several cases aforesaid among the Officers and
Crew of any of Her Majesty’s Ships of War out of whieh
such per-centageis at the commencement of this Act by law
deducted, shall, under the direction of the Lords of the
Admiralty, continue to be earried to and to form part ol
the Naval Prize Cash Balance.

So much of the Naval Prize Cash Bilance as the Lords of
the Admiralty think expedient shall from time to time by
Her Mujesty's Paymaster General under the authority and
direction of the Lords of the Admiraltv, be paid and trans-
ferrved to the consclidated Fund of the United Kingdom.

In case at any time a claim in respect of prize or Bounty
Money ismade which the Nuval Prize Cash Balance is not
sufficient to meet, there shall be paid out of the said Con-
solidated Vund a suflicient sum to meet such claim.

18- A Ship’s Agent shall he entitled, on request, and on
payment of reasonable expenses, to be furnished with copies
of or extracts from any oflicinl accounts kept under or for
the purposes of this Act in relation to any of Her Majesty's
Ships of War for which he is Agent.

Remuncration of Ship's Agent.

19. Before any such Money as aforesaid is distributed
among the Officers and Crew of any of Her Mujesty’s Ships
of War there shall be paid. under the direction of the
Lords of the Admiralcy, to the Ship's Agenta per-centage
of two and a half per centwm on the ner amount actually
distributable,as the sole and full remuneration of the Ship’s
Agent for his services in the case.

20. In the following cases, —

Where more than one of Her Majesty’s Ships of War are
entidled to participate in any such money,—

Where the Ship's Agent is changed pending proeeadings,
—the Ship's Agent’s per centage shall, in ease of difference
be apportioned between or among the n‘,»pec:‘i.ve Azents u'f
the several Ships, or the soveral persons having been and
beine the Ship's Avent (asthe cnse may be) insuch manner
as the Registrar of the [iigh Court of Admiralty thinks
just, having regard to the duration and charaeter of the
services of the several Agents in the cuse, subject to obhjoc-
tion to the Registrar’'s award to be taken belore the Judge
of the Court.

Investment of Salvage, Bounty, Prize and other Moncy.,

21. Any money for the time being awaiting distribution,
but for any reason not imimediately distributible as afore
said, may, uider the direction of the Lords of the Adwmir-
alty, be invested inoron any proper Stocks, Fands, or
Securities; and the proceeds of those Stocks, Funds or Se-
curities, and any dividends or interest acerueddue thereon,
shall Le distributed as the money nvested would have been
discributed ifan investment had not been made:

Provided that no sach investment shall be made of any
money pending any adverse claim thereto, except with the
consent of the claimant.

Decision as to Distributior or Investiment.

092, Where any question (whether in respect of asserted
joint eapture, orinrespect ol (lag shares, or ia respect of any
other matter) arises concerning tho distribution of any
money distributable as aforesaid, or concerning any invest-
went thereof, actual or intended, the ligh Court of Ad-
wiralty shall have exclusive jurisdiction to hear and deter-
wmine the same; and any person claiming an interest in
guch money, or the Lords of the Aamiralty, may apply
to the High Court of Admiralty for a judgement on that

question; and the Court, alter hearing the parties in-
terested, shall decide thereon, and such decision ghall be |
final, and shall be binding on all persons concerned.

Nothing in this Act shall—

(1.) authorizea Ship's Agent or his Suh Agent to practise
or act as a Proctor, Attorney, Sclicitor, or other legal
Practitioner in any Court; or

(2 ) affect the right or power of the Officers and Crew of
any of Her Majesty's Ships of War as Salvors, Seizore,
Captors, Re-captors. or otherwise, or il any of such Offi-
cers and Crew, to take or cause or procure to be taken
any step or proceeding, or do or cause or procure to he
done any thing that may be necessary or proper to he
taken or done for any purpose in any Court or elsewbere,
in case of the absence or defuult of the Ship's Agent: or

(3) affeet anv right or power of control or oither authority,
that Her Majestv has or may exercise in any prize, cause
or other proceeding.

24. Nothing in this Aet shall invalidate an appointment
of an Agent made before the commencement of this Act
uwnder the Navy DPrize Agents Act, 1863; but every Agent
g0 appointed shall, from the commencement of this A«t, be
subject to this Act as if he were appointed under it.

20. Her Majesty in Council may, from time to time, make
giich orders as seem meet for the better executionof this Act.

26. Every Order in Council under this Act shall be pub-
lished in the London Gazctte, and ghall be laid before hoth
HHouses of Parliament within thirty days after the making
thereof, if Parliament is then sitting, and. if not, then
within thirty days after the next meeting of Parliament.

27. This Act shall commence on such diy not later than
the first day of January, One thousand eight hundred and
sixty-five, as Her Majesty in Council thinks fit 10 direct.
