THR CHINA-JAVAN AFFAIR.

The Central News correspondent at
Tokio say«: At China’s urgent request,
Japan yesterday agreed to prolong the ar-
mistice five days, owing to the
delay in the exchange of ratifications.
Later on the difficulty wae adjusted and
China notified Japan that she was ready
for the immediate exchange of the ratifi-
cations.”

A despatch to the London Times from
Chee Foo says the ratifications were ex-
changed between the Japanese and Chinese
envoys at nidnight on Wednesday. The
despatch also says that Russia disclaims
any aggressive designs in Manchuria, and
is wecting purely cn a defensive footing
againet Japan.

The Foreign Office has been informed
Ly the Japanese Government that the
China-Japanese treaty was ratified on May
8th in the exact form agreed upon at
Shimoneskt.

It is stated at Shanghai that the ratifi-
cations of the treaty of peace between
Chira and Japan were exchanged on the
8th at Chee Foo. It is reported that Sir
Robert Hart, inspector-general of the Chin-
ese customs, has guaranteed the additional
indemuity demanded by Jepan as a result
of relinguishing her claim to the Liao
Tung peninsula.

A despatch from Shanghai to the Lon-
don Globe says the Russian warships at
Chee Foe have been painted gray aund
cleared for action.

A Temps despatch from St. Petersburg
says the question of Japan's equivalent for
the Liao Tung territory, which she gave
up, is the subject of active negotiations
among the powers. There is every reason
to hope it will be settled in season.

Figaro says the drafting of the terms of
the final settlement between Japan and
the protesting powers will be left to Spain.
