THE FAMINE IN INDIA.

REPORT OF THE ORISSA COMMISSONERS—DIS-
GRACEFUL COSDUCT OF THE INDIAN GOVERN-
MENT-—BARNACULAR STUPIDITY. J

Mexico.—A special despatch to the New
York Herald, dated Southwest Pass, July 7,
Suys |
*“The Raleizh, hence for Havana, has on |
board about ten Austrian officers, who arrived |
from Vera Cruz via Mobile, and now go to|
Havana with the view of remaining there until |
they have un opportumty to join some Mexican
chieftan at enmity with Juarez.

Amoung them are Major Herron and Dar-
nings Bureau. The latier was military com-
missary at Vera Cruz.  They declare that they |
will remain in Mexico and avenge Maxi.|
milian's death; that a few days will see a|
powerful chieftain at the head of a large anti-
Juarez party, and the remuant of the Austriaus
will rendezvous at Havaua, from which point
they wiil return to Mexico.”

Another despatch to the same paper, of the
same date, from Washington, is & follows :—

¢“ A private and informal gathering of about
forty persons, principally foreizners and ex-
confederates, took place last evening to discuss
the project of raising » company of volunteers
for Mexico, and to join what, it is generally
anticipated, will be either a regular or filibus-
tering expedition for that country. The com-
pany, to be called Maximilian's avengers, will
number over cne hundred picked men. No
steps were taken towards organization, s it was |
concluded to await the action at some other
poiut first ; it would be preferred at the north.”

A special despatck from Houstun (Texas)
gives a detailed account of the execution of
Maximilian, Mivamon, and Meja.  None of the
prisoners were bound or blindfolded, nor was
any indignity offered them. Maximilian,
before being shot, recapitulated the cawses that
broaght him to Mexico. He denied the
authority of the court that tried and sentenced
him, and hoped that his death would stop the
further effusion of blood in Mexico. Just
before he was ied out for the execution he
called out te the sergeant of the guard and!
gave him a handful of gold, and requested as
a favor that the soldiers would aim ut his heart.
His lust words were, “ Poor Carlotta.””  Five
balls entered his breast, but these did not kill
him immediately, so two other soldiers were
ordered to shoot kim in the side, in this maa
ner he was despatched. Much dissatisfaction and
grief was manifested by those who witnessed
the sud scene. Miramon read from a paper
which he hud written that the only regret he
felt n dying was that the Liberals should
remain in power, and that they should point
out his children as the -hildren of & tewitor,
Mejin made no address, but he met his fate
quietly and bravely. The sword of Maximilian
was presented to Juarez by Escobedv in the
government palace.
