As the Government have issued

their mandate fora general election

on the 12th of Deoember, and you will

be called upon to choose representati-

ves to manage youraffairs in the next

parliament of this Province, it is fit

and proper that aretrospect be taken,

and a true estimate formed of our

position and financial standing as a

Province.

The term of the Legislative Assem-

bly, just dissolved, had many months

left and much surprise is expressed

that the electors should have been put

to trouble and annoyanoe at this un-

seasonable time.

However, itis evident that the Go-

vernment are eeting oa the assump-

tiom that the present time is auspi-

cious, owing to the result of the recent

Dominion eleetion. They hope, by this

sharp movement, toobtain a sap ver-

diet from the electorate in order to

hold om to powerfor a further term.

A stronger reason for this urnsonsti-

tutional appeal to the electorate at

this time seems to ot a desire to seou-

re the vete before the people have hed

time to examine the public accounis

showing how rapidly the debt of the

Province has been rolled up.

Previous te the election of 1897, 

obtained in the publie Service, and it
was hoped that better mothods would
be adopted. On the contrary, netwith-

standing the promises of the Govern-
ment to make revenue and expeaditu-
re meet, it is foundthat the debt has
incressed enormously, by leaps and
beunds,the balanceagainst the Pro-
vince being many thousands of dol-

lars greaterthan a year age. It will be

found whenthe secounts are before
the public, that the property holders

will have good cause for serious a-
larm. ,
The electors looked for great impro-

vements from the party in power.

This party asserted that they would
Manage affairs better than any pre-
vious administration. They solemnly

declared that ‘taxation wasa long

way off," and promised that they
would reduce the public expenditure.

They denounce: the idea of a Provin-

cial debt. The system of berrowing at
the banks was severely condemned.
They promised the electors that the

claims’ of the provinceagainst the Do-
minion’govérnament would be speedi-

ly sestled,-failing) which the matterin
question would be submitted to arbi-

tration. . :

It is not possible to enumerate all
the promises given and pledges bro-

kea within the compnss of this brief

ple have been deceived and disappoin-

The public service has been degrad-
ed ; the system of expending the mo-

néys granted for road service without

competition, has become a public

scandal, and the people have decided

that the money shall be applied to the
purpose for which it was voted, and

not to governmentofficials and their
favorites.

It may be asked—Whatis the poli-
ey of the Opposition ?

The Opposition ‘hold that the gov-

ernment should adopt measuresto re-

cover all moneys due this province
from the Dominion.

That the financial position of the

province shall be ascertained exactly,

and means devised for making reve

nue andexpenditure meet for the fu-

ture. As
They assert that the whole Road

System is corrupt and inefficient and
requires to be re-modelled.

They demand that the law which
now permits absentee representation

be so amended as to prevent a repeti-
tion of the recent abuses.

They condemn the mismanagement

of the Stock Farm, and thefailure of

government to give proper encourage-

mentto agriculture and freit growing.

They insist that no publie money

shall be expended “in excess of the

votes of the jegislature;‘tiless in case

of urgent necessity.

Provision will be made for a quwar-

terly publication of revenue and ex-

penditure.

A radicalghange will be made in

the administration of the Public Works

Department so that the money now

misapplied, shall be wsed for the pur-
pose intended, and not for the benefit

of private individuals as is now the

eustom.

Kconogay will be carried out in eve-

ry department.

Taxation will be arrange! upon a

more equitable basis and kept down

to the lowest limit comsistently with
the needs of the public service.

The resouroes of the Provinee will

be safeguarded sad husbanded by

every hegitimate means that ean be
devised.

With these assurances and holding

those views, the Liberal-Coaservative
