Trac- |
ing the history of card backs to
their origin one is led to believe
that the symbol language of cards
suggests a military origin. But
like many other games . playing
cards are of obscure origin, and
there are many nations credited
with being their birthplace. 1t
was not till the 18th century, how-
ever, that card games were play-
ed to any extent in the New
World.
