There are 80,396 Canadian War
graves—44,154 as the result of the
1914-18 war, 36,242 of the 1939-45
war. There are other thousands
who have no known graves, who
vanished entirely in the swirl of
land or air battle or whose only
«rave is the sea,

It is the duty of the Imperial
Wwar Graves Commission to see
that every {allen Commonwealth
serviceman 18 commemorated on
headstone or memorial. The list
totals 1,732,890 A Commonwealth
names for the two world wars.

NAMES INSCRIBED

There are nearly 12,000 names
on the memorial at Vimy Ridge,
more than 7,000 on that at Ypres.
The names of 3,000 Canadian air-
men are inscribed on the Runny-
mede memorial, unveiled by Queen
Eiizabeth a little more than a
vear ago. =

The names of 286 Canadians ap-
pear on the Commonwealth air-
force memorial at Malta, another
280 on the memorial at El Ala-
mein unveiled last month by Field
Marshal Viscount Montgom-
ery, who will attend today's ser-
vice here. .

Lost sailors are commemorated
by the memorial at Hallfax. Two
hundred Canadlan names will be
inscribed on a memoiral at Sing-
apore, another 460 of airmen killed
in Canada on a memorial whose
site is yet to be chosen. Work on
a memorial at Cnmno’. Italy, is
not yet started.

Tops Chain Stores

OTTAWA (CP) — Among Can-
ada's chain stores, the grocery
man is doing the biggest business.
Sales are expanding at a rate sur-
passing other varieties of chain
shops.

In September, total sales of Can-
ada’s grocery and combination food
stores rose by 10 per cent to $68.-
927,000 from $62,659,000 last year,
the bureau of statistics reported
Wednesday. This boosted the total
for the first nine months of 1854
to $620,838,000 f{rom last year's
$561,244,000.

This was about five times high-
er than the turnover of variety
stores, second in chain store lea-
dership, which increased by 3.7 per
cent in September to $159,085,000
from $122,094,000.
