U.S. Navy
Orders 48 More
Ships Info Action

WASHINGTON, July 28—(OP)—
With Congress pressing for faster
and faster rearmament, the U. 8.
navy today ordered three more
alrcraft carriers and 45 other war-
ships into service. Meanwhile Presi-
dent Truman signed the $1,222.-
500,000 TForeign Arms Assistance
bill with a new warning that free-
dom loving countries will stand to-
| gether to thwast “those bent on
aggression.” 5

The Senate’ passed y
and returned to the House of Rep-
resentatives a bill lifting all lim-
its on armed services personnel
strength until July 31, 1884, The
House Nas passed a bill simply re-
moving the ceiling with no time
limit specified, and now thust con-
sider the Senate amendment.

Approval of President Truman's
request for $10,486,976,000 more
in military funds was regarded as
a pure formality. Many legislators
thought the total wasn't enough
and were prepared to vote much
more if it is needed.

Chairman Carl Vinson (Dem.
Ga.) of the House Armed Services
Committee announced the expan-
slon of the active fleet fcllowing a

closed door meeting of the com-
mittee.
In addition to the three large

carriers, the navy is going to send
to sea six light carriers, two cruis-
ers, 32 destroyers and five sub-
marines, That will put a total of
14 light carriers, 16 cruisers and
172 destroyers.

The arms bill authorizes a sec-
ond year of American assistance
specifically for 14 countries in
Western Europe, +Asia and the
Middle East.

Truman issued a statement say-
ing the arms bill marked another
step toward the common .goal of
blocking aggression.

The arms bill total is slightly less
than.last year's $1,310,000,000, some
of which was carried over. It I8 due
to be followed shortly, however, by
8 néw request to Congreéss for a
probably larger outlay for the same
purpose, Some of the President's
advisors have recommended an ad-
ditional $5,000,000,000. The size of
the request is éxpected to hinge on
negotlations at the current Lon-
don meeting of the North Atlantic
Council of deputies who have been
urged to speed western Eurcpean
defence prepln':loys.

Report Fresh
Troops Stop Red
Drive On Pusan

(By The Canadian Press

TOKYO, July 27— (Thursday)—
_Allied forces, with some fresh Am-
erican troops reported among
them, held on stubbornly today
under heavy enemy pressurs all
along the arching 200-mile Korean
battlefront.

General MacArthur’s headquart-
ers sald indications were that the
Americans and South Koreans
were resisting the enemy power
everywhere,
correspondent Lief Erick-
son reported from U. S, fifth air
force headquarters in Korea that
fresh American troops In relative-
ly small numbers apparently were
in action with air-cooperation to
stop a North Korean drive toward
Pusan from the southwest. . Pusaa
is the main U. S. supply base.

A fifth air force spokesman dis-
closed that U. S. infantry and
planes attacked Communist-occu-
pled Hadong, 70 air miles west of
Pusan. The spokesman said he
had unconfirmed reports that Am-
erican infantry drove the North
Koreans from Hadong after F-80
jet planes set the town afire with
rockets.

British, Australian And

Troops To

Enter Korean Battle

LONDON, July 28 —(CP) —
Britain announced today she is
sending a combat group of her

regular army, including armor, to
Korea and is putting her Far East-
ern fleet on a war footing.

Australia and New Zealand also
announced that they will send land
forces to join United Nations units
under Gen, Douglas MacArthur,

These reinforcements augmented
an offer of 4,500 trained combat
troops by Turkey, 4,000 soldicrs by
Thailand, 30 officers by Pclivia,
and a limited force by Cuba. Nat-
jonalist Chima also has offered 30,~
000 veterans, but that offer was
declined for strategic reasons.

How many British troops will be
sent was not disclosed on security
grounds. Qualified sources prev-
iously had indicated the foree
might consist of a battalion or a
brigade—from about 1,000 to 5000
men.

Defence Minister Emanue! Shin-
well told the Commons Britain
had informed the United Natione
she is ready to semd “an effective
jand reinforcement, including in-
fantry, armor, artillery and en-
gineers, together with the admin-
istrative backing required to main-
tain it."”

He added that the force “will be
prepared without delay and will
be sent to Korea as quickly as pos-
eible.” This cannot be done at “a
moment's notice,” though, he said.

British regulars will —make up
the hard core of the expedition,
he said, with already-trained com-
scripts making up the rest.

Alr yice-marshal C. A. Bouchier,
R. A.'P. veteran with post-war ex-
perience in Japan, is {lying as soon

as possible to establish  laison
with General MacArthur.

Shinwell also announced+ that
Britain s plunging into a £100.-
000,000 ($310,000,000) emergency
defence spending program outside
the regular budget. Much of the
money will go for reserve air-
planes.

Earlier, Admiral of the [Fleet
Lord Fraser, the First Sea Lord,
ammounced that about 1,000 navy
officers and men now with the far
Eastern fleet of 21 warsh'ps will
be Xept in service from six month:
to a year after expiration of their
chlistments. A limited number of
navy and Royal Marine reserves,
including about 50 aircraft carrier
pllots, will be recalled, and Far
East navy men due for home leave
will be kept at their posts.

Lord Fraser sald these steps
“provide the machinery for putting
the whole Royal Navy on A war
footing if necessary.”

Shinwell sald  “correspcnding
measures” will be taken Lty the
army and air force if need be.

In Australia, acting Prime Min-
ister Arthur Fadden announced
that troops will be sent to Korea.
The size and composition of the
force will be determined later this
weekx by Prime Minister Rober’
Menzies in & conference  with
President Truman, he sald.
