eries are making good progress in
the construction of their new fish
plant, what will be the largest in
the province when ¢ompleted.

8ince work on the building com-
menced the plans were revised to
make it larger than at first in-
tended. The partially com-
pleted building is 206 feet long
by sixty-odd feet wide. BSituated
high on the cl{f near Sourls
break-water, it 1s ideally located
for its intended purpose, It 18 ex-
pected that the building will be
completed between Oct 1st and 15th
although the plant will not go
into full operation until next
spring. The plant equipment will be
the most modern- made, and will
include an ice-making machine. This
machine will be installed on the
top floor of the fairly high build-
ing, and facing the sea the chip-
ped ice it manufactures will be
funneled through pipes to the
waiting draggers berthed below.
The draggers use layers of ice in
great quantities to preserve thelr
catches while at sea.
