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TALKS AIMED AT AVERTING POSSIBLE
NATION-WIDE RAIL STRIKE BREAK UP

MONTREAL (CP)—Talks aimed
at averting a possible nation-wide
rail strike broke up Tuesday with-
out any plans for further meetings.

Representatives of 14 non-opera.
ting unions and railway officials
sald a report on th® meetings has
been forwarded to the federal
labor department in Ottawa,

Labor Minister Gregg called for
a resumption of negotiations last
week after earlier talks ended in
a stalemate. One session was held
last Thursday and another Tues-
day.

Strike ballots have already gone
out to the 135, employees repre-
sented by the unions. Results of
the vote are expected to be known
around August 15.

The workers constitute virtually
/he same group that went on strike
(or nine days in 1850. They are
asking for fringe benefits. The
railways say the requests, if
granted, would cost $60,000,000
yearly., No demands for pay in-
creases are involved.

OTTAWA (CP)—A government-
guided program of industrial de-
centralization to give the Mar-
itimes and western Canada a better
break was urged Tuesday by mem-
bers of all opposition parties.
