East and West were competent
enough in the field of ordinary
signals—high-low and the like—
but their bridge education did not
include the suit-preference signal.
Thus, when East properly started
an echo with the nine, and West
continued with the ace and a third
heart, but atter FEast ruffed the
trick, he had no idea how to reach
West for another heart lead, on
which he could over-ruff dummy.
Feeling that a club return from his
J-10- was safer than a diamond
lead into dummy's strength, East
led back the club jack—and thal
gavethe declarer a last-minute re-
prieve! Winning with the blank
club ace, he cashed the ace of
trumps, and when East's jack fell,
the spade ten became a very wel-
ccme entry to dummy, for a dia-
mond discard on the club king, The
contract was home.

Knowledge of the suit-prefer-
ence signal wouid - have made it
easy for East-West to defeat the
game contract. At the third trick,
West should lead the heart ten, by
he selection of this high card tell-
ing East to return the higher of
the two outside suits, clubs and
diamonds. Obviously, this signal
would resoive East's problem. After
ruffing the tiird heart, he would
simply return a diamond, and West
would then lead his last heart as a
maliter of course. East's good for-
tune in having the spade jack over
dummy’s ten would then amount
to something.

Incidentally, South could have
made three notrump against any
defense, but his actual bid was far
more natural.
