Recommend Program
For Nfld. Fishery

OTTAWA, (CP) — A moderniza-
tion program to put Newfoundland's
fishery on a sound footing and im-
prove the catches, processing tech-
niques and the lot of the fishermen,
has been recommended by a com-
mittee which made a two-year study
of the 450-year-old industry.

That was the main finding of the
committee headed by Bir Albert J.

Walsh, chief justice of the New-
foundland Supreme Court, in a 326-
page report tabled Wednesday in the
Commons by Fisheries Minister Sin-
clair.

To start the program, the commit-
tee recommended immediate estab-
lishment of a joint standing com-
mittee representative of the federal
government, Newfoundland and the
fishing industry.

The committee recommended
that development of the industry
should be based on cod, redfish,
flatfish and herring and said rapid
extension of fillet production ig not
in itself a cure for Newfoudland's
fishing ills.

Three phases of farming were
emphasized last night by speakers
from the Department of Agricul=-
ture as they addressed a weil at-
tended meeting in Scuth Rustico
T{all. Presiding was Mr. Stewart
Wright, Senior Fieldman, who in-
troduced the three speakers.

Mr. Harry Robins, Poultry Field-
man, talked on ways to make tne
small poultry farm pay. Among
the primary needs he stated was
a well lighted and well ventilated
building, and he added that a wide
building was cheaper in the long
run than a long narrow one.

Me spoke of the vital necessity
of feeding birds the nutrients to
be found in a balanced ration and
said that it was particularly im-
portant because the average bird
consumed only four ounces a day
and the ration had to include the
needed proteins and carbohydrates
to provide good egg yolks and the
right albumen.

Mr. Robins also advised against
«forced  feeding” of  chickens.
Though it brought them into egg
production  quicker, they laid
smaller eggs and for a shorter
period of time.
