OYSTER SHELL-MUD

Many of the early settlers in
our province gathered oyster shells
at.low tide from sorge of the many
extensive deposits that oecur in
the bays and rivers throughout
“The Island.” They burned these
shells to secure quick lime, re-
quired in making the mortar,
which they used in building their
chimneys and fire places, and for
plastering their houses. They also
observed that where these shells
were burned the vegetation in the
years following, was much more
vigorous, this was particularly
true of clover, cereals and some
of the vegetables.

The top layers of many of these
deposits, particularly those that
were exposed at low tide, were
composed largely of blue mussel
shells in various stages of decom-
position. Ingenious farmers invent-
ed and constructed mud-diggers of
different types, but quite efficient
for the lifting of these deposits.
Some of the first ones were mount-
ed on scows, but it soon became
a general practice to lift mud
through the ice in winter. Most of
the surface deposits of mussel-
mud were quickly exhausted.
Underneath these there were
usually deep deposits of oyster
shells, sometimes almost pure oy-
ster shell-mud was located that
extended to a depth of more than
twenty feet. These muds were all
referred to as ‘‘mussel-mud” the
name earried from the surface de-
posits that were first used on the
land. It was a common sight, early
in this century,Pto see dozens of
mud diggers on many of our rivers
and bays in winter. We have seen
maps prepared for the Provincial
Government, showing oyster beds
in Malpeque Bay that extended

On
some of these beds there are de-
posits of oyster shells over ten,
fifteen and twenty feet in depth.

MUD-DIGGERS

While there were many variat-
jons in the types of mud-diggers,
there were two distinct types: The
earlier type was a smaller mach-
ine with a one piece heavy sill
that extended from a tripod with
a heavy base, which supported a
swivel crane, that extended out
over the open mud-hole in the ice,
to a capstan some twenty five or
more feet away. The chain attach-
ed to the mud fork, which could
be tripped, dumping its load of
mud into a mud sleigh, placed so
that by swinging the crane, through
which the chain passed over a
sheave on its way to the capstan,
brought the loaded fork directly
above the sleigh, There was a roll-
er on the sill to guide the chain,
as it was wound on the drum of
the capstan, and to enable the
horse to step over the chain as it
travelled in the circle, to produce
the power that lifted the mud.
The second type was a much
larger machine, used largely for
deeper deposits. It had quite a
huge frame, about ten feet high,

knees to support the uprights. The
sills extended all around the mud-
hole in the ice, with a platform
at the rear which would be over
the open water when the machine
was moved forward to new mat-
erial. The fork or scoop handle
was much heavier and had an iron
plate on the back of the upper
end, with heavy iron pins project-
ing about every five inches; this
reached almost to a four foot
cross piece which enabled the op-
eratrs to guide the movements of

LARGE MUD FORK

When this heavy equipment was

hauled back by hand after dump-
ing its mud in a sleigh, the iron
pins were hooked on a heavy iron
rod that was fastened across the
end of a frame made -of timber
and held in place by loose bolts
that attached it on either side to
the sills, about fifteen feet from
the back end of the mud-hole. The
mud fork was balanced on this rod
and swung into an upright position
and dropped straight down into the
shell mud. Then this frame was
lifted up a couple of feet and hook-
ed onto the pins on the back of
the handle and the operators then
stood on it as the fork was filled
by the capstan pulling it forward
by a chain which passed through
a block on a swinging crane, that
was attached to the top and bot-
tom at the middle of the main
frame of the digger. The capstan
operated by a horse, driven round
and round was fastened to the ice
ahead of the main frame with its
top bearing braced to either side
of the top of the digger frame.

VALUE OF SHELL-MUD
The first application of shell
mud to land not previously -mud-
ded was very beneficial. It invari-
ably produced luxuriant crops of
clover, (we remember fields that
did not need to be raked, as large
coils were not more than twenty
feet apart), followed by increased
crops of roots and grain. These
muds were essentially lime, most
of them contained eighty-five per
cent and over of carbonate of lime
with traces of nitrogen and phos-
phoric acid. They were good soil
amendments. The farms near
some of these deposits received
very heavy dressings in the early
days, but second applications prov-
ed of little value. The growing of
certified seed potatoes was partly
ponsible for the decline in the
use of oyster shell mud, which
tended to increase potato scab.
The mud was either piled on the
shore or near a highway where it
could be hauled away later or pil-
ed in small heaps on the fields
and exposed to frost, which broke
down many of the shells before
being spread on the land. We re-
call buying good shell mud at the
diggers at four to six cents per
scoopful of from 400 to 500 pounds.
The railway ran a spur line to
a pler on St. Peters Bay near large
ghell deposits. The price charged
for a 12% ton car (enough for an
acre) of mud was $3.50 for many
years. In 1920 this had been raised
to $14.00 F.0.B. point of shipping.

By Agricultural

From the reports of the several
committees of the Federal-Provin-
cial Agricultural Council, the ninth
annual conference of which was
held at Birch Court, Experimental
Farm, February 6-8, some items
of particular interest to the fam-
ers of the Province are herein pre-
sented.

The year 1955 was more profit-
able to egg producers who cared
for their flock and therefore real-
ized a higher percentage of A
quality than was the year 1954. The
average price of A large for 1954
was 35 cents per dozen, but an in-
crease of 6 cents per dozen was
showq in 1955. The egg situation
in this Province, from a quality
standpoint, was only fair during
1955. This could be attributed
chiefly to the extremely warm
weagher conditions, and the range
feeding of laying flocks. The de-
mand for A quality eggs through
1955 was good and little difficulty
was experienced in finding a ready
market for this type of product.
Lower grades such as Grade B and
Grade C eggs, during peak product-
fon, was a product that was diff-
icult to market. The only outlet-for
the bulk of this type of product was
to the dryers. It necessitated the
moving of the product to Quebec.
The number of cases of eggs
marketed through registered egg
grading stations in P.E.I. for 1954
was 114,100 compared to 120,864 in
1955. This showed an icrease of
6,764 cases. There were approxi-
mately 8 check inspections made
at each station during 1955 - with
96 detentions being applied. These
detentions were made on eggs
found below grade marked.

POULTRY MARKETINGS

During 1955 1,038,626 pounds of
poultry were marketed through
registered poultry processing stat-
jons. The average price paid for

represents a 2 cent increase per
pound over 1954. For fowl of the
same grade and weight, 25 cents
per pound. No change from the
previous year.

Poultry marketings as reported
by registered stations, were 32,299
pounds over the previous year. It
was reported from Toronto, Ont-
ario, that Prince Edward Island
roasting chickens, due to their
superior quality, were receiving
ready consumer acceptance.

The movement of turkeys alive
and dressed for export, showed a
marked upward trend over the pre-
vious year. Approximately two
thirds of the local production is
shipped out of the province.

The Agriculture, Horticulture,
Plant Pests and Disease Com-
mittee notes that spray calendars
for three fruits, small fruits and
