controlled to a considerable ex-
tent.

Lately, when excessive sweating
occurs in certain parts of the body.
the surgical operation of cutting
the nerves supplying that part has
been effective but, unfortunately,
there then often occurs increased
perspiratiorr in other parts.

What may prove to be a simple
method of controlling perspiration
without the need of surgical oper-
ation Is reported in the Journal of
the American Medical Association.
Drs. Keith G. Grimson, C. Keith
Lyons, Wm. T. Watkirs and J.
Lamar Gallaway, Duke University.
Durham, N. C., state that among
144 patients under treatment for
peptic ulcer or other stcmach and
intestinal disorders, using the drug
banthine. several found dryness of
their hands. They then tried the
drug on a young woman of 25, who
could not hold a telephone or
handle a stenographer's pad with-
out wetting them, the perspiration
running down from the ammpits
and dripping from her hands.
When examined, her hands were
clammy, cold, amd glistening with
moisture, Forty-flve minutes after
taking two 50 mg. banthine bro-
mide tablets, hands, feet and arm-
pits became warm and dry. There-
after she waswable to prevent ex-
cessive sweating by use of 2 tab-
lets every 4 hours.

As this was only one case. these
physicians then treated 3 more
women; one aged 22 who as long
as she could remember had always
had excessive sweating of hands
and feet; another, age 30. whose
excessive sweating was first noted
in her early teens, amd another,
age 27, who had had excessive
sweating for nine years. All three
obtained the same excellent results
as the first patient.
