CANADA’'S FARTHEST WEST

On Fredrick Island, off the west
coast of the Queen Charlotte Is-
lands, there was a Radar Station
during the Second World War, This
small island is the most westerly
point in Canada and is about 3550
miles, as the crow’ flies, from the
most easterly point in Canada
which is near St. John's, Newfound-
land.

The Queen Charlotte Islands con-
sist of about one hundred and fifty
islands; and their total area is
about 5000 square miles or more
than twice the size of our Pro-
vince. They are in form similar in
shape to the letter Y, with its top
towards the north. The Masset In-
let and Sound in Graham Island
which opens the center of the Is-
land, helps to make the similarity
even more complete.

LOCATION
.. These islands extend along the
West Coast of British Columbia
from about fifty two degrees north
latitude, to a little beyond fifty
four degrees north latitude, and lie
largely between one hundred and
thirty one and one hundred and
thirty three degrees west longitude
They have many pebbly and stony
beaches, particularly in the north
and east of Graham Island: Their
roasts are generally rough and rug-
L'_od ‘With rocky slopes and clifis
rising abruptly from the sea, par-
ticularly around most of the coasis
of Moresly and Kunghit in the
south, and on the west of Graham
Island. The southern islands have
great areas of exposed rock and
cliffs with a limited space of vege
tation and forest cover. There is
bold deep water along almost the
entire west coast of the Islands,
And from the south on the east
wast it extends up as far as
Cumshewa Head.

A recent chart suggests that this
section of the east coast should be

Many of these deer
are very small though larger ones
are seen occasionally among them.

Mn with the Navy, who were
patrolling the British Columbia
Coast on mi s i
secured good fresh meat by orief
hunting expeditions. One group,
who landed well out of sight of a
large number of deer, that were
feeding on sea and rock weeds,
well out from the shore, tried to
creep up under cover and ambush
them, but the crack of a twig and
all the deer were gone. The deer
keep a sharp watch towards the
shore for their natural enmies,
which includ bears, cougars and
etc., but pay no attention to at-
tack from the sea. The officer in
command of  the ship knowing this,
led a party directly towards a group
of deer feeding at the water edge,
and secured all the fresh deer
meat that his ship could use.

Ravns and eagles are common
everywhere but there are an abund-
ance of Canada geese, pheasants,
grouse and other game birds that
should satisfy the most ardent
sportsmen who reach this hunter’s
“Utopia” in the west,

FISHING

There is a large fishing industry
about Langara Island in the "orth
where halibut, cod, salmon, flound-
ers, -tuna, scallops and sole ' are
plentiful. Many of these fish are
fast frozen and are shipped to pro-
cessing fish plants at Prince Rupert
and on the mainland of British
Columbia.

Fish are abundant both around
the coastal waters and in the Pacific
ocean which surrounds the Islands.
There is, however, much turbulent
water sown on the charts, caused
by tides and ocean currents,“Storms
are also frequent and often danger-
ous in the area.

CLIMATE

The climate is greatly moderat-
ed by the Japanese or Kamchatka
warm ocean current that flows in
and encircles the islands so that
during cold snaps in winter they
often have temperatures several
degrees Wwarmer than as far south
as Vancouver. It is a stormy r
on with a heavy annual rainfall,
but with very litle snow except
on the higher mountains. Though
farther north than Newfoundland,
the winter are similar to those of
the West Coast of British Columbia.

THE PEOPLE
