NEW YORK, (AP)—The gallery
of some 10,000 fans pressing closely
around the final hole of the Tam
O'Shanter world golf tournament in
Chicago last Aug. 9 conceded the
$25,000 first prize to Chandler Har-
per.

The 39-year-old veteran from
Portsmouth, Va., had just pitched
a No. 9 firon shot 20 inches from
the cup for a cinch birdie 3 to fin-
ish with a 70 for a 72-hole total
of 279, nine under par.

Television and newsreel cameras

Worsham, first-round leaded with
a 065, had just dropped a seven-
foot putt for a birdie 3 on the 7!st
hole and needed another birdie 3
on the 410-yard 72nd to tie Harper
|and send the match into a sudden-
death playoff.

Lew slammed a terrific drive that
left him about 140 yards short of
the pin. As the crowd swarmed
around, Worsham drew out a sand
wedge looked at the hole ahead,
then fired away, The ball hit on
the lower part of the green,
bounced about three times and
rolled 35 to 40 feet before droppng
into the cup for an eagle 2,

The amazing shot gave Worsham
a ome-strcke victory, and worth
$15,000 - the difference between
first money of $25,000 and the $10,-
000 second prize. The 140 - yard
poke boosted Worsham from 20th
to first place on the PGA money
winning list.

This bit of sports drama was
voted the thrill of 1953 in the 23rd
t:\nnual Associated Press year-end
\poll. With a total of 115 of the
nation’s sports writers and sports-
casters balloting, 34 voted this the
No. 1 thrill, with 141 points on a
3-2-1 basis.

Another golf feat was named the
second greatest thrill—Ben Hogan
winning the British Open cham-
plonship on his first try, with a re-
cord final round 68 at Carnoustie
Scotland. Hogan’s British Open win
recelved 20 firet place votes and a
total of 86 points.

British Agree
Russia Supreme
In Chess Play

LONDON, (CP)—In the wake of
a tournament which aroused ex-
cited and admiring comment, Brit-
ish writers glumly agreed Monday
that Soviet Russia seems destined
to remain supreme in international
chess.

This was the sequel to the latest
“battle of Hastings,"—the 1954 mas-
ters tournament at Hastings, Sus-
sex, which ended in a first-place
tie between Russia's 29-year-old
David Bronstein and England’s 44-
year-old Hugh Alexander. High-
light of the contest was a victory
for Alexander over Bronstein in &
120-move match which experts con-
sider’ a text-book classic of sus-

But authorities agreed with The
Sunday Times that the Russian
lead in chess is lengthening.

“The game is regarded as one of
the highest forms of Soviet cul-
ture,” said The Sunday Times,
“and its masters and potential
masters are given the time and
the living conditions to develop
their qualities to the full.

Alexander is a foreign office of-
ficial. He is also the expert who
last year picked Canada’s Abe
Yanofsky to win the British champ-
ionship—and with it Yanofsky later
did.

MONTREAL_ (CP)— A 23-year-
old Belgian boxer who entered Can-
ada illegally two months ago has
given himself up to immigration
authorities so that he may return
to Burope and make proper ap-
plication for Canadian citizenship.

Detained at the Montreal head-
quarters of the immigration depart-
ment, former welterweight fighter
Sill Fontl told reporters Monday of
travelling more than 12,000 miles,
mostly on foot, through Mexico, the
United States and Canada in seven
months trying to get back to Be'z-
ium,

Fonti said he left Antwerp In
the summer for Guatemala aboard
the Norwegian freighter Mafalda.
From Guatemala, he added. bhe
travelled through Mexico to U. S.
eastern sea ports locking for work
on a ship. He failed to find any-
thing and hitch-hiked across coun-
try to Seattle from where he
entered Canada.

Fonti made his way to Montrea!
but again failed to get work. Af-
ter two days here he gave himself
up.

Immigration authorities would
not comment on his chances of ob-
taining legal entry to Canada once
he returns to Europe. An official
said his application when received
would be treated in the same m2n-
ner as that of any other intending
immigrant.
