VIENNA (AP) Hungary's
Communist government — smart-
ing under a general strike and
continued street demonstrations—
Wednesday night decreed a man-
datory death penalty for all per-
sons convicted of crimes under its
pew martial -law decree.

At the same time — in a broad-
cast from strike - bound Budapest
— it identified two of the Jlabor
leaders arrested in the Commu-
pists’ attempt to stem the surge
of popular feeling against the So-
viet - supported premier, Janos
Kadar.
