\ Educational Prog

“Could not an educational pro-
gramme be uundertaken by our
City Oouncil, or whomsoever you
should delegate to the task, \ork-
ing through the city schools as well
as the general public, to. encourage
pride in City cleanliness? This
might, it is true, be a slow process,
but we have faith in our citizens
and bellieve in due ocurse the re-
sults would be most gratifying.

“Instead of only one ‘Clean-up
Week' a year, we should like to see
it st d that all citl partic-
ipate in making every week a
'Clean-'up\ Week'.

Street Cleaning

“If streets could be swept more
frequently, or flushed daily, much
of the dust and debris would be
eliminated.

“For many years the late Mr.
Frank Duffy did a most important
jcb — that of removing loose paper
lodging between curb and buildings
which was not taken care of by
a street cleaner or flusher. We do

ider it most ial that this
important phase of street clcaning
should be continued by the ap-
int a v Yo carry
on this necessary work.

Trees

“Where feasible, could not trees
which have blown cr been cut down
because they were dead — be re-
placed? Charlottetown in the past
was always spoken of as a city of
many trees. Do not let us do less
for future generations in the beau-
tifying' of it than our forefathers
did for us! We understand some
trees were planted in one of the
City squares and that there were
maliciously destroyed. We wish to
commend you for having planted
them, and hope you will nnt be dis-
couraged by such acts of vandalism
but will endeavour to arouse public
sentiment sufficient to offset a re-
peat performance, and thus en-
courage you to continue replacing
trees.

Street Lighting

“One cf the traits of womanhood
is timidity. We ask you gallant
gentlémen to condone us for this
weakness and indulge us by having
better street lighting as we are of
the opinion there are several places
in the City that should have more
light. Even if this would involve
additional cost, we feel it is most
necessary,

Garbage

“It has been brought to cur at-
tentlon that garbage, ashes, refuse,
etc, is allowed to accumulate in
yards. This is a haszard to health
as flies breed in such neglected
places. Flies are great carriers of
diseagpe, and a menace to the health
of our citizens — particularly chil-
dren. Concelvably, if garbage was
to be removed regularly from all
premises, it might lessen the ncss-
ibility of dysentery, epidemics of
polio, etc.

“We were pleased to note in the
annual reports of the City that all
trucks carrying refuse and paper
for dispcsal at the incinerator are
obliged to have same covered with
a tarpaulin to prevent litter from
escaping and lodging on the streets.

“While we appreciate the splen-
did work you have accomplished
during the past year, nevertheless
we feel that as women are natural
housekeepers they may be expected
to see some things in a different
light than you busy and efficient
busi and professional men. We
deeply appr your indul
and offer cur services if at any
time we can be of assistance to you
in carrying out any projects for the
improvement and beautification of
our City.” '

In their brief the delegates- ex-
plained that their Club, whioh was
organized in the fall of 1949, is a
member of the International Fed-
eration of B. & P. Clubs. In Canada
over 6,000 womeén belong to this
outstanding organization, while the
Charlottetown Club s prcud to
have a membership of 77 at the
present time. “All of our members".
the brief stated, “are keenly inter-
ested in seeing that this City, which
we know to be second to none in
this great Dominion, is kept as at-
tractive and clean as is pcssible.”

‘Winnipeg for the people in the

ports of the Standing Commit
which you have before you and
which are worthy cf study, will
testify.

“Our new annex and the redecor-
ated old headquarters building have
been a source of pride and joy to
all, and have made it very much
easier and more convenient for
many of our activities, which now
can he held under one roof. Our
House Committee, under whose dir-
ection all of this building and re-
modelling scheme was carried out,;
deserves great credit. Not only did
they do a grand job, but they were;
successful in getting it all done
for the amount allotted, $25,000.
which is really an unusual accoin-
plishment in these days of “high
costs”. Many complimentary re-
marks have been made by all who
have visited the annex, and the
building, since it was renovated.
1t is now much ,more in keeping
with the dignity of Red Crcss.

Campaign and Budge*

“Unfortunately, we were not suc-
cessful in raising anything like our
quota in 1950, although a good
many of the western provinces
went “over the top”. We ‘feel short
of about $8,000. on our $33,000. oh-
jective. This we attributed to sev-
eral factors — the lateness in get-
ting the crganizatibn underway due
partly to disruptions in office
routine when our headquarters was
being remodelled, the weather at
the time when the canvassers
were contacted and had to make
their calls as well as the fact thet
there are now more appeals for
money than ever. However, we
hope to overccme most of these
difficulties for the 1951 Campaign
as already the crganizational ma-
chinery has been set in motion.

“Hearty congratulations are due
the Campaign Chairmen and ali
those associated with them, as well
as the many contributors, for the
measure of success which attend-
ed their efforts. -

“A study of our financial state-
ments will show that while we rais-
ed only $24,467. in the 1950 Cam-
paign we spent over $39,000. in
carrying out the work of the Div-
ision (nct including oosts of re-
ppairs, national apportionment)
which was really $5,000. less than
the approved budget. It will be seen
by the figures in the statement that
we had to have some $18,000. given
us by our ‘National Headquarters
to carry out our projects for the
ear.

“The people of our province cen-
tributed more cn a per capita basis
to the Red Cross during the war
years than any other province in
Canada. Surely Red Cross deserves

*ider the direction of the

flooded areas and some infants
clothing ' to the Port Nursery at
Halifax.

“It is the busy farm women of
our province, mostly Women's In-
stitute members, who take the most
active part in the making of this
clothing for overseas. A great many
of our Women's Institutes now
have Red Cross Conveners who
champion the cause of Red Cross
in their cwn communities. To these
women, and to the many others
who belong to various organizations
and church groups, we are deeply
indebted for their continued inter-
est and active co-operation.

“We note with satisfaction that
steps have been taken through our
National Co-ordinating Committee
to work out with the Department
of National Defence the type and
quantity of articles which would be
required from our organization in
the event of another war. The idea
is that all organizations doing this
type of work will co-ordina’g un:
Depatr-
ment of National Defence so that
there will not be any overlapping,
wasted effort or materials.

First Ald, Swimming & Water Safety

“In its short lifetime of just over
five years, First Aid, Swimming and
Water Safety has made rapid strides
in its growth. As the Chairman,
Mrs. Bagnall, says in her report,
“The need fcr education in First
Ald, Accident Prevention and Water
Safety was apparent from the be-
ginning and now, in view of the
impending dangers of further wars,
is of the utmost importance. That
this need is being recognized is
shown by the increasing number of
requests coming from both rural
and urban centres. To meet these
requests many First Aid instruct-
ors are required and the Red Cross
hopes eventually to have a qualified
instyuctor in every community in
Prinhe BEdward Island.”

“This report reveals that 205 in-
juries were treated at the 25 Furst
Ald posts. We would like to take
this opportunity of extending thanks
and appreciation to the v s
who so capably man these pnsts
which are a great asset to the com-
munities in which they are estab-
lished as well ns to the travelling
public. Of the 65 people who en-
rolled in our Instructors’ Classes
38 qualified. There were 262 adults
enrolled in Standard Classes und
222 in Junior Classes. These figures
show an increase of 88 over the
numbers registered in 19490 and
there is an appreciable gain in the
numbers who took and passed the
required tests at the conclusion of
the courses.

Crippled Children's Work

“This has been a banner year in
the treatment provided for hand-
jcapped children, 387 of whom werc
helped to better health. Several
children had to be sent to Mont-
real, Toronto and Halifax for plastic
surgery, skin grafts, treatment for
hare lip and cleft palates. For the
first time two blue bables were
taken cn for treatment, — one
was operated on in Toronto and the
other in Montreal and both have
made excellent recoveries. 502 ohil-
dren were examined at the seven
regular and two special clinles. The
two special clinics were for cere-
btal palsy and polio children, when
30 of the fcrmer and 43 of the lat-
ter reported for examination. All of
this treatment was carried out at
a total cost of $12,228.00 which was

Canadian Red Cross Corps

“Membeys of the Canadian Red
Cross ' Oorps in Charlottetown con-
tinue to be responsible for visiting
our veterans in hospital every two
weeks when they take them treats
of cigarettes, magazines and games.
The veterans look forward to these

visits, and are most grateful for the
interest displayed in thém by the
Red Crcss and by the Corps mem-
bers in particular,

“This Corps also helps materially

with the Blood Transfusion Serv-
ice, by assisting in calling up dun-
ors previous to the clinics, by help-
ing at the clinics, by working on
the record cards after the clinics
and by making up dressings for
use at these clinics.
“The division is justly proud of
these corps members and fzel deep-
ly indebted to ‘each and everyone
of them- for their continned inter-
est and assistance.

Blood Donor Services

“The response to the appeal for
donors in this province has beren
quite gratifying in the past year.
There were 201 more donors during
the three visits of the Mobile team
than there were during the four
visits in 1049, 14 clinics were held
in ten centres when 2,551 donors
reported. But, even with this, we
barely managed to keep out of
debt in meeting the demands of our
hospitals. Now that the Depart-
ment of National Defence has
made the Red Cross respponsible
for the supplying ¢f blood and
plasma for use of the armed forces
and for civilian defence there will
have to be a great many more don-
ors secured. This will also involve
increased costs and is all the more
reason why our Campaign objeciive
should be considerably exceeded.
“To all who have made this free
transfusicn service possible by be-
ing donors, or by working in the
interests of it, the Red Cross is
most grateful.

Nutrition and Homemakers

“A general Nutrition Programnwe
was successfully carried out under
the direction of Miss Marjorie IIil
until the end of August, 1850, when
she was taken cver by the Depart-
ment of Education to replace Miss
Doris Anderson who was given a
year’s leave of absence. The closing
of our Nutrition Department was
done with the full consent of the
Executive and the Nutrition Com-
mittee who saw that the budget
had to be curtailed, and trought
that since there was no lcnger a
National Nutrition Department, this
work cculd not be carried on by
other agencies active in this field
in our province.

“The Homemaker Service, how-
ever, continues to render valuable
assistance in Summerside, under
the capable voluntary sunervision
of Miss Millicent Strong, and 2lso
in Charlottetown. The records show
that a total of 18 homemakers gave
1,072 days' service to 108 families
(including 183 children) during the
year. '
“The words of one lady who
wrote to thank us for sending her a
homemaker prove that this is a
very worthwhile project. She said
in part — “Your homemaker was
a great help to me in every way,
and tided me over what would have
been a most difficult time if she
had ‘not been ayailable to come on
the _spur of the moment. I would

OTTAWA — There doesn't seen
to be much reason to believe rum-
ors that war criminal Kurt Meyer,
who is serving a life sentence for
the murder of Canadian soldiers,
will walk out of the Maritime pen-
xte‘;;tﬁ\ary & free man.

‘hat may happen, however, is
his transfer 10 & prison in the Bri-
tish Zone of Germany. He is the
only German war criminal im-
prisoned outside Germany, and has
an argument in favor of moving
him back to his homeland, where
he would be among his own coun-
trymen and could be visited by his
wife and family.

But as for forgiving him,
sending him home a free man —
that's out. Meyer admittedly . has
scme admirable qualities. He's
intelligent, cccperative, and has
been a model prisoner. This last
no doubt due to the fact that he's
an excellent soldier.

But he is still an unrepentant
Nazl. And as one Cabinet Minis-
ter commented dryly:

“If we set him free, I'll bet you
in four years he'd be leading the
German contribution to the 0=
pean army for the defence of -
dom and democracy!”

- . -

However, there's been no action
taken yet on the Meyer petition.
The Government is awaiting a re-
commendation from Defence,K Min-
ister Claxton on Meyer’ plea that
the Governor-General-in-Council
exercise the Royal perogative of

| mercy and grant him his freedom.

In turn, Claxton is awaiting a
report from the judge advocaie
general's branch of the Defence
Department on .the Meyer case.

Briefly, the facts-of the Meyer
case are these:

1. Meyer, who joined the Nazi
party in 1934 and rose to the rank
of SS Major General in 10 years,
was convicted by a Canadian mili-
tary court in Germany in Decem-
ber, 1945, and sentenced to death
by shcoting. He was found guilty
of having been respomsible for the
execution of 18 captured Canadian
soldiers at his headquarters in
Normandy in June, 1944, and of
having incited and counseled his
troops to deny quarter -to allied
troops.

2, His sentence was commuted to
life imprisonment by Maj. Gen.
Chris Vokes, then Commander of
the Canadian Occupational -Forces

in Germany.

3. Meyer was brought to the
Maritime penitentiary at Dorches-
ter, N.B. to begin his sentence, of
which he has served slightly less
than five years. He is now 38
years old. :

4, Late in 1048, certain Canadian
Army and Air Force officers who
were sympathetic to Meyer start-
ed the ball rolling for his release.

5. A year later two Halifax law~
yers, H. P, MacKeen and R. Ay
Ritchie, were retained by “a group
of . 'private citizens” to - work for:
Meyer’s reledse.

6. Recently they petitionsd. the

isionals Council and several meet-
ings of each.cf the Provinclal
Standing -Committees were held
during the year with good attend-
ances.

“I “cannot close this report with-
out paying tribute to our retiring
President, Mr. R.H. Rogers, who
has been a tower of strength dur-
ing his term of office.

His opinions are:. very
highly valued by all who have
come in contact with him in Red
Cross circles, and I am sure that
his successor will depend on him
for advice in connection with all
the aspects of the Red Cross pro-
gramme,

“It is then the comhined efforts
of all that have produced this rec-
ord of work accomplished. Let us
hope for even greater success in
1051.”
