HAVANA (AP) — The freigh-
ter African Pilot, packed with
923 Cuban emigrants, sailed
Wednesday night for Florida.

Released by a “christmas bo-
nus” deal with Cuban Premier
Castro, they will rejoin their
close relatives, the Bay of Pigs
pr.soners freed this week from
Cuban prisons in exchange for
$33,000,000 worth of food in med-
cine.
