television services.

Editor and Publisher, New York
trade magazine, In its issue today
reported: “The C-nadian govern-
nent appealed to the managing ed-
itors of Canadian newsnaners
to refrain from giving next sum
mer's visit of the Duke of Edin-
burgh the blanket all-out coverege
customary for royal tours.”

Quoted Maclnnes

The trade mac-zine quoted Mr
MacInnes as” saying that to enc
courage the Royal Family to vlsx\
the country more often Canadians
would have to get away from the
idea of the full-blown royal to'r.
T added: “The tour arranger sald
the way editors can heln is bv »s-
signing only a few reporters and
photographers to cover the storv.”

On its editorial page, Editor and
Puhlisher soid: “We can't recall
a similar request in any free coul\-
try during peacetime, Tt soems
ridiculous to ns to ask local news-
papers to hold back in telling their
readers about the duke when ev-
erything he does will be news. If
the newsvapers agree to this, or
are- restrained in their coverage,
the readers can only wonder what
it 1s they have not been told and
thereby lose confidence in ‘their

A press gallery official said there
had been no “agreement” between
the gallery and Mr. Irwin but that
the Speaker had set a limit of
four photographers.

Mr. Irwin, confirming the limit-
action Saturday, added:

“The su,bject is closed.”

He said”his original ruling limit-
ing camera coverage was based on
a desire to maintain the dignity
and decorum of parliamentary pro-
ceedings.
