If it had not been that God was on our
we could not have thus prev
such overwhelming numbers: but no
troops have arrived at Teenstsin, and we ex-
pect so0n to be victorious over the whole
empire. He then proceeded to exhort the
ple, in a most lively and carnest strain,
to abandon idolatry, which was only the
worship of devils, and the perseverance in
which would involve them i the misery of
hell; while by giving it :}-nd believing

in J-n-, they would obtain the salvation o
their souls. As for us, d, we feel
quite happy in the profession of our reli-
i .J"ufnk on .nf day of our death as
the happiest period of our existence.

A Grear LumeeriNg Estasrisument.
—The valley of the Ottawa rif
s noted for the extensive lumber of
which are carried on there, and the magni-
tude of the interests embarked in the trade.
There is one firm alone which employs in
the forests seventeen hundred horses™ an
two hundred head of bullock, independent
of four hundred double teams which are
constantly on the road engaged in the
conveyance of food and forage. In the
report of the engineers employed on the
Montreal and Bytown railway, it is stated
that this firm have at present 3500 men_in
their service, and one hundred lumberin,
establishments, scattered over several hund-
red miles of territory. Their consumption
of pork is ten thousand barrels annually,
and their daily consumption of oats during
the winter months from ove thousand to
twelve hundred bushels. The firm is now
constructing a sawmill at the Chats, on the
Ottawa, which will saw fifteen million feet
of boards annually, and their annual cash
munu for keeping their immense estab-

ent in motion exceed two million

dollln —Boston Journal.
